munition components that are not otherwise prohibited 17

from commercial sale under Federal law, unless the small 18

arms ammunition or ammunition components are certified 19

by the Secretary of the Army or designee as unserviceable 20

or unsafe for further use.

Unless otherwise specifically provided, the 1

maximum amount allowable during the current fiscal year 2

in accordance with subsection 1343(c) of title 31, United 3

States Code, for the purchase of any passenger motor ve-4

hicle (exclusive of buses, ambulances, law enforcement ve-5

hicles, protective vehicles, and undercover surveillance ve-6

hicles), is hereby fixed at $19,947 except station wagons 7

for which the maximum shall be $19,997: Provided, That 8

these limits may be exceeded by not to exceed $7,250 for 9

None of the Federal funds contained in 3

this Act may be used to distribute any needle or syringe 4

for the purpose of preventing the spread of blood borne 5

pathogens in any location that has been determined by the 6

local public health or local law enforcement authorities to 7

be inappropriate for such distribution.

from real property sales located in London, United 19

Kingdom, may be made available for site acquisition 20

and mitigation, planning, design, or construction of 21

the New London Embassy: Provided, That the re-22

porting requirement contained in section 7004(f)(2) 23

between appropriations accounts as may be necessary to 5

carry out this section is provided in addition to authorities 6

included elsewhere in this Act: Provided further, That use 7

of funds to carry out this section shall be treated as a 8

reprogramming of funds under section 7015 of this Act.

Provided further, That such funds may not be obligated 2

for enhancements to, or expansions of, the Budget System 3

Modernization Financial System, Central Resource Man-4

agement System, Joint Financial Management System, or 5

Foreign Assistance Coordination and Tracking System 6

until such updated plan is submitted to the Committees 7

on Appropriations: Provided further, That such funds may 8

None of the funds appropriated or other-19

wise made available pursuant to titles III through VI of 20

this Act shall be obligated or expended to finance directly 21

any assistance to the government of any country whose 22

duly elected head of government is deposed by military 23

coup d’état or decree or, after the date of enactment of 24

this Act, a coup d’état or decree in which the military 25

pursuant to a transfer made by, or transfer author-9

ity provided in, this Act or any other appropriations 10

Act.

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Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 valued in excess of 1

$1,000,000 and any agreement made pursuant to 2

section 632(a) of such Act, with funds appropriated 3

by this Act or prior Acts making appropriations for 4

the Department of State, foreign operations, and re-5

lated programs under the headings ‘‘Global Health 6

Programs’’, ‘‘Development Assistance’’, ‘‘Economic 7

Support Fund’’, and ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eur-8

asia and Central Asia’’ shall be subject to the reg-9

ular notification procedures of the Committees on 10

Appropriations: Provided, That the requirement in 11

the previous sentence shall not apply to agreements 12

entered into between USAID and the Department of 13

State. 14

(d) TRANSFER OF FUNDS BETWEEN ACCOUNTS.— 15

None of the funds made available under titles II through 16

V of this Act may be obligated under an appropriations 17

account to which such funds were not appropriated, except 18

for transfers specifically provided for in this Act, unless 19

the President, not less than 5 days prior to the exercise 20

of any authority contained in the Foreign Assistance Act 21

of 1961 to transfer funds, consults with and provides a 22

written policy justification to the Committees on Appro-23

priations.

7010. (a) FIRST-CLASS TRAVEL.—None of the 10

funds made available by this Act may be used for first- 11

class travel by employees of United States Government de-12

partments and agencies funded by this Act in contraven-13

tion of section 301–10.122 through 301–10.124 of title 14

(b) COMPUTER NETWORKS.—None of the funds 16

made available by this Act for the operating expenses of 17

any United States Government department or agency may 18

be used to establish or maintain a computer network for 19

use by such department or agency unless such network 20

has filters designed to block access to sexually explicit Web 21

sites: Provided, That nothing in this subsection shall limit 22

the use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, 23

or local law enforcement agency, or any other entity car-24

rying out the following activities: criminal investigations, 25
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prosecutions, and adjudications; administrative discipline; 1

and the monitoring of such Web sites undertaken as part 2

of official business. 3

(c) PROHIBITION ON PROMOTION OF TOBACCO.— 4

None of the funds made available by this Act should be 5

available to promote the sale or export of tobacco or to-6

bacco products, or to seek the reduction or removal by any 7

foreign country of restrictions on the marketing of tobacco 8

or tobacco products, except for restrictions which are not 9

applied equally to all tobacco or tobacco products of the 10

same type. 11

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS 12

SEC. 7011. No part of any appropriation contained 13

in this Act shall remain available for obligation after the 14

expiration of the current fiscal year unless expressly so 15

provided by this Act: Provided, That funds appropriated 16

for the purposes of chapters 1 and 8 of part I, section 17

661, chapters 4, 5, 6, 8, and 9 of part II of the Foreign 18

Assistance Act of 1961, section 23 of the Arms Export 19

Control Act, and funds provided under the headings ‘‘De-20

velopment Credit Authority’’ and ‘‘Assistance for Europe, 21

Eurasia and Central Asia’’ shall remain available for an 22

additional 4 years from the date on which the availability 23

of such funds would otherwise have expired, if such funds 24

are initially obligated before the expiration of their respec-25
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tive periods of availability contained in this Act: Provided 1

further, That the availability of funds pursuant to the pre-2

vious proviso shall not be applicable to such funds until 3

the Secretary of State submits the report required under 4

section 7011 of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-5

ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2016 6

(division K of Public Law 114–113): Provided further, 7

That notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, any 8

funds made available for the purposes of chapter 1 of part 9

I and chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance Act 10

of 1961 which are allocated or obligated for cash disburse-11

ments in order to address balance of payments or eco-12

nomic policy reform objectives, shall remain available for 13

an additional 4 years from the date on which the avail-14

ability of such funds would otherwise have expired, if such 15

funds are initially allocated or obligated before the expira-16

tion of their respective periods of availability contained in 17

this Act: Provided further, That the Secretary of State 18

shall provide a report to the Committees on Appropria-19

tions not later than October 30, 2018, detailing by ac-20

count and source year, the use of this authority during 21

the previous fiscal year.

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE TO COUNTRIES IN DEFAULT 23

SEC. 7012. No part of any appropriation provided 24

under titles III through VI in this Act shall be used to 25
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furnish assistance to the government of any country which 1

is in default during a period in excess of 1 calendar year 2

in payment to the United States of principal or interest 3

on any loan made to the government of such country by 4

the United States pursuant to a program for which funds 5

are appropriated under this Act unless the President de-6

termines, following consultation with the Committees on 7

Appropriations, that assistance for such country is in the 8

national interest of the United States. 9

PROHIBITION ON TAXATION OF UNITED STATES 10

ASSISTANCE 11

SEC. 7013. (a) PROHIBITION ON TAXATION.—None 12

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 13

this Act may be made available to provide assistance for 14

a foreign country under a new bilateral agreement gov-15

erning the terms and conditions under which such assist-16

ance is to be provided unless such agreement includes a 17

provision stating that assistance provided by the United 18

States shall be exempt from taxation, or reimbursed, by 19

the foreign government, and the Secretary of State and 20

the Administrator of the United States Agency for Inter-21

national Development shall expeditiously seek to negotiate 22

amendments to existing bilateral agreements, as nec-23

essary, to conform with this requirement. 24
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(b) NOTIFICATION AND REIMBURSEMENT OF FOR-1

EIGN TAXES.—An amount equivalent to 200 percent of 2

the total taxes assessed during fiscal year 2018 on funds 3

appropriated by this Act and prior Acts making appropria-4

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 5

related programs by a foreign government or entity 6

against United States assistance programs, either directly 7

or through grantees, contractors, and subcontractors, shall 8

be withheld from obligation from funds appropriated for 9

assistance for fiscal year 2019 and for prior fiscal years 10

and allocated for the central government of such country 11

or for the West Bank and Gaza program, as applicable, 12

if, not later than September 30, 2019, such taxes have 13

not been reimbursed: Provided, That the Secretary of 14

State shall report to the Committees on Appropriations 15

by such date on the foreign governments and entities that 16

have not reimbursed such taxes, including any amount of 17

funds withheld pursuant to this subsection. 18

(c) DE MINIMIS EXCEPTION.—Foreign taxes of a de 19

minimis nature shall not be subject to the provisions of 20

subsection (b). 21

(d) REPROGRAMMING OF FUNDS.—Funds withheld 22

from obligation for each foreign government or entity pur-23

suant to subsection (b) shall be reprogrammed for assist-24

ance for countries which do not assess taxes on United 25
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States assistance or which have an effective arrangement 1

that is providing substantial reimbursement of such taxes, 2

and that can reasonably accommodate such assistance in 3

a programmatically responsible manner. 4

(e) DETERMINATIONS.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The provisions of this sec-6

tion shall not apply to any foreign government or en-7

tity that assesses such taxes if the Secretary of 8

State reports to the Committees on Appropriations 9

that— 10

(A) such foreign government or entity has 11

an effective arrangement that is providing sub-12

stantial reimbursement of such taxes; or 13

(B) the foreign policy interests of the 14

United States outweigh the purpose of this sec-15

tion to ensure that United States assistance is 16

not subject to taxation. 17

(2) CONSULTATION.—The Secretary of State 18

shall consult with the Committees on Appropriations 19

at least 15 days prior to exercising the authority of 20

this subsection with regard to any foreign govern-21

ment or entity. 22

(f) IMPLEMENTATION.—The Secretary of State shall 23

issue and update rules, regulations, or policy guidance, as 24
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appropriate, to implement the prohibition against the tax-1

ation of assistance contained in this section. 2

(g) DEFINITIONS.—As used in this section: 3

(1) BILATERAL AGREEMENT.—The term ‘‘bilat-4

eral agreement’’ refers to a framework bilateral 5

agreement between the Government of the United 6

States and the government of the country receiving 7

assistance that describes the privileges and immuni-8

ties applicable to United States foreign assistance 9

for such country generally, or an individual agree-10

ment between the Government of the United States 11

and such government that describes, among other 12

things, the treatment for tax purposes that will be 13

accorded the United States assistance provided 14

under that agreement. 15

(2) TAXES AND TAXATION.—The term ‘‘taxes 16

and taxation’’ shall include value added taxes and 17

customs duties but shall not include individual in-18

come taxes assessed to local staff. 19

(h) REPORT.—Not later than 90 days after enact-20

ment of this Act, the Secretary of State, in consultation 21

with the heads of other relevant agencies of the United 22

States Government, shall submit a report to the Commit-23

tees on Appropriations on the requirements contained 24

under this section in the explanatory statement described 25
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in section 4 (in the matter preceding division A of this 1

consolidated Act). 2

RESERVATIONS OF FUNDS 3

SEC. 7014. (a) REPROGRAMMING.—Funds appro-4

priated under titles III through VI of this Act which are 5

specifically designated may be reprogrammed for other 6

programs within the same account notwithstanding the 7

designation if compliance with the designation is made im-8

possible by operation of any provision of this or any other 9

Act: Provided, That any such reprogramming shall be sub-10

ject to the regular notification procedures of the Commit-11

tees on Appropriations: Provided further, That assistance 12

that is reprogrammed pursuant to this subsection shall be 13

made available under the same terms and conditions as 14

originally provided. 15

(b) EXTENSION OF AVAILABILITY.—In addition to 16

the authority contained in subsection (a), the original pe-17

riod of availability of funds appropriated by this Act and 18

administered by the Department of State or the United 19

States Agency for International Development that are spe-20

cifically designated for particular programs or activities by 21

this or any other Act may be extended for an additional 22

fiscal year if the Secretary of State or the USAID Admin-23

istrator, as appropriate, determines and reports promptly 24

to the Committees on Appropriations that the termination 25
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of assistance to a country or a significant change in cir-1

cumstances makes it unlikely that such designated funds 2

can be obligated during the original period of availability: 3

Provided, That such designated funds that continue to be 4

available for an additional fiscal year shall be obligated 5

only for the purpose of such designation. 6

(c) OTHER ACTS.—Ceilings and specifically des-7

ignated funding levels contained in this Act shall not be 8

applicable to funds or authorities appropriated or other-9

wise made available by any subsequent Act unless such 10

Act specifically so directs: Provided, That specifically des-11

ignated funding levels or minimum funding requirements 12

contained in any other Act shall not be applicable to funds 13

appropriated by this Act. 14

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 15

SEC. 7015. (a) NOTIFICATION OF CHANGES IN PRO-16

GRAMS, PROJECTS, AND ACTIVITIES.—None of the funds 17

made available in titles I and II of this Act or prior Acts 18

making appropriations for the Department of State, for-19

eign operations, and related programs to the departments 20

and agencies funded by this Act that remain available for 21

obligation in fiscal year 2018, or provided from any ac-22

counts in the Treasury of the United States derived by 23

the collection of fees or of currency reflows or other offset-24

ting collections, or made available by transfer, to the de-25
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partments and agencies funded by this Act, shall be avail-1

able for obligation to— 2

(1) create new programs; 3

(2) suspend or eliminate a program, project, or 4

activity; 5

(3) close, suspend, open, or reopen a mission or 6

post; 7

(4) create, close, reorganize, downsize, or re-8

name bureaus, centers, or offices; or 9

(5) contract out or privatize any functions or 10

activities presently performed by Federal employees; 11

unless previously justified to the Committees on Appro-12

priations or such Committees are notified 15 days in ad-13

vance of such obligation. 14

(b) NOTIFICATION OF REPROGRAMMING OF 15

FUNDS.—None of the funds provided under titles I and 16

II of this Act or prior Acts making appropriations for the 17

Department of State, foreign operations, and related pro-18

grams, to the departments and agencies funded under ti-19

unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 13

days in advance of such reprogramming of funds. 14

(c) NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.—None of the 15

None of the funds made available to carry 18

out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as 19

amended, may be used to pay for the performance of abor-20

tions as a method of family planning or to motivate or 21

coerce any person to practice abortions.

incentive to any person to undergo sterilizations. None of 2

the funds made available to carry out part I of the Foreign 3

Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay 4

for any biomedical research which relates in whole or in 5

part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or 6

involuntary sterilization as a means of family planning.

None of the funds made available to carry out part I of 8

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be 9

obligated or expended for any country or organization if 10

the President certifies that the use of these funds by any 11

such country or organization would violate any of the 12

above provisions related to abortions and involuntary steri-13

lizations. 14

ALLOCATIONS AND REPORTS 15

and international organizations shall serve as the amounts 23

For the purpose of titles II through VI 2

of this Act ‘‘program, project, and activity’’ shall be de-3

fined at the appropriations Act account level and shall in-4

clude all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding 5

directives, ceilings, and limitations with the exception that 6

Unless expressly provided to the contrary, 4

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions 5

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-6

prohibition shall not apply to the Export-Import Bank if 6

in the judgment of its Board of Directors the benefits to 7

industry and employment in the United States are likely 8

to outweigh the injury to United States producers of the 9

ference, or training in connection with the growth or pro-4

duction in a foreign country of an agricultural commodity 5

for export which would compete with a similar commodity 6

grown or produced in the United States: Provided, That 7

this subsection shall not prohibit— 8

(1) activities designed to increase food security 9

in developing countries where such activities will not 10

have a significant impact on the export of agricul-11

(2) research activities intended primarily to 13

(2) USES OF LOCAL CURRENCIES.—As may be 13

agreed upon with the foreign government, local cur-14

rencies deposited in a separate account pursuant to 15

subsection (a), or an equivalent amount of local cur-16

rencies, shall be used only— 17

(A) to carry out chapter 1 or 10 of part 18

I or chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assist-19

ance Act of 1961 (as the case may be), for such 20

purposes as— 21

(i) project and sector assistance activi-22

ties; or 23

(ii) debt and deficit financing; or 24
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(B) for the administrative requirements of 1

the United States Government. 2

(3) PROGRAMMING ACCOUNTABILITY.—USAID 3

shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the 4

equivalent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant 5

to subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account 6

established pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used 7

for the purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection 8

(a)(2). 9

(4) TERMINATION OF ASSISTANCE PRO-10

GRAMS.—Upon termination of assistance to a coun-11

try under chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of 12

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as 13

the case may be), any unencumbered balances of 14

funds which remain in a separate account estab-15

lished pursuant to subsection (a) shall be disposed of 16

for such purposes as may be agreed to by the gov-17

ernment of that country and the United States Gov-18

ernment. 19

(5) REPORT.—The USAID Administrator shall 20

report as part of the congressional budget justifica-21

tion submitted to the Committees on Appropriations 22

on the use of local currencies for the administrative 23

requirements of the United States Government as 24

authorized in subsection (a)(2)(B), and such report 25
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shall include the amount of local currency (and 1

United States dollar equivalent) used or to be used 2

for such purpose in each applicable country. 3

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-5

able to the government of a foreign country, under 6

chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 7

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer 8

assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that 9

country shall be required to maintain such funds in 10

a separate account and not commingle with any 11

other funds. 12

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF 13

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended 14

notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-15

sistent with the nature of this assistance including 16

provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explan-17

atory Statement of the Committee of Conference ac-18

companying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Re-19

port No. 98–1159). 20

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to 21

obligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sec-22

tor assistance, the President shall submit a notifica-23

tion through the regular notification procedures of 24

the Committees on Appropriations, which shall in-25
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clude a detailed description of how the funds pro-1

posed to be made available will be used, with a dis-2

cussion of the United States interests that will be 3

served by such assistance (including, as appropriate, 4

a description of the economic policy reforms that will 5

be promoted by such assistance). 6

(4) EXEMPTION.—Nonproject sector assistance 7

funds may be exempt from the requirements of para-8

graph (1) only through the regular notification pro-9

cedures of the Committees on Appropriations. 10

ELIGIBILITY FOR ASSISTANCE 11

SEC. 7027. (a) ASSISTANCE THROUGH NONGOVERN-12

MENTAL ORGANIZATIONS.—Restrictions contained in this 13

or any other Act with respect to assistance for a country 14

shall not be construed to restrict assistance in support of 15

programs of nongovernmental organizations from funds 16

appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of 17

chapters 1, 10, 11, and 12 of part I and chapter 4 of 18

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from 19

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Eu-20

rope, Eurasia and Central Asia’’: Provided, That before 21

using the authority of this subsection to furnish assistance 22

in support of programs of nongovernmental organizations, 23

the President shall notify the Committees on Appropria-24

tions pursuant to the regular notification procedures, in-25
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cluding a description of the program to be assisted, the 1

assistance to be provided, and the reasons for furnishing 2

such assistance: Provided further, That nothing in this 3

subsection shall be construed to alter any existing statu-4

tory prohibitions against abortion or involuntary steriliza-5

tions contained in this or any other Act. 6

(b) PUBLIC LAW 480.—During fiscal year 2018, re-7

strictions contained in this or any other Act with respect 8

to assistance for a country shall not be construed to re-9

strict assistance under the Food for Peace Act (Public 10

Law 83–480; 7 U.S.C. 1721 et seq.): Provided, That none 11

of the funds appropriated to carry out title I of such Act 12

and made available pursuant to this subsection may be 13

obligated or expended except as provided through the reg-14

ular notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-15

priations. 16

(c) EXCEPTION.—This section shall not apply— 17

(1) with respect to section 620A of the Foreign 18

Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision 19

of law prohibiting assistance to countries that sup-20

port international terrorism; or 21

(2) with respect to section 116 of the Foreign 22

Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision 23

of law prohibiting assistance to the government of a 24
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country that violates internationally recognized 1

human rights. 2

LOCAL COMPETITION 3

SEC. 7028. (a) REQUIREMENTS FOR EXCEPTIONS TO 4

COMPETITION FOR LOCAL ENTITIES.—Funds appro-5

priated by this Act that are made available to the United 6

States Agency for International Development may only be 7

made available for limited competitions through local enti-8

ties if— 9

(1) prior to the determination to limit competi-10

tion to local entities, USAID has— 11

(A) assessed the level of local capacity to 12

effectively implement, manage, and account for 13

programs included in such competition; and 14

(B) documented the written results of the 15

assessment and decisions made; and 16

(2) prior to making an award after limiting 17

competition to local entities— 18

(A) each successful local entity has been 19

determined to be responsible in accordance with 20

USAID guidelines; and 21

(B) effective monitoring and evaluation 22

systems are in place to ensure that award fund-23

ing is used for its intended purposes; and 24

(3) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed. 25
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(b) REPORT.—In addition to the requirements of sub-1

section (a)(1), the USAID Administrator shall report to 2

the appropriate congressional committees not later than 3

45 days after the end of fiscal year 2018 on all awards 4

subject to limited or no competition for local entities: Pro-5

vided, That such report shall be posted on the USAID 6

Web site: Provided further, That the requirements of this 7

subsection shall only apply to awards in excess of 8

$3,000,000 and sole source awards to local entities in ex-9

cess of $2,000,000. 10

(c) EXTENSION OF PROCUREMENT AUTHORITY.— 11

Section 7077 of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-12

ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2012 13

(division I of Public Law 112–74) shall continue in effect 14

during fiscal year 2018. 15

INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 16

SEC. 7029. (a) EVALUATIONS AND REPORT.—The 17

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 18

executive director of each international financial institu-19

tion to seek to require that such institution adopts and 20

implements a publicly available policy, including the stra-21

tegic use of peer reviews and external experts, to conduct 22

independent, in-depth evaluations of the effectiveness of 23

at least 25 percent of all loans, grants, programs, and sig-24

nificant analytical non-lending activities in advancing the 25
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institution’s goals of reducing poverty and promoting equi-1

table economic growth, consistent with relevant safe-2

guards, to ensure that decisions to support such loans, 3

grants, programs, and activities are based on accurate 4

data and objective analysis: Provided, That not later than 5

45 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall 6

submit a report to the Committees on Appropriations on 7

steps taken in fiscal year 2017 by the United States execu-8

tive directors and the international financial institutions 9

consistent with this subsection compared to the previous 10

fiscal year. 11

(b) SAFEGUARDS.— 12

(1) The Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct 13

the United States Executive Director of the Inter-14

national Bank for Reconstruction and Development 15

and the International Development Association to 16

vote against any loan, grant, policy, or strategy if 17

such institution has adopted and is implementing 18

any social or environmental safeguard relevant to 19

such loan, grant, policy, or strategy that provides 20

less protection than World Bank safeguards in effect 21

on September 30, 2015. 22

(2) The Secretary of the Treasury should in-23

struct the United States executive director of each 24

international financial institution to vote against 25
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loans or other financing for projects unless such 1

projects— 2

(A) provide for accountability and trans-3

parency, including the collection, verification 4

and publication of beneficial ownership informa-5

tion related to extractive industries and on-site 6

monitoring during the life of the project; 7

(B) will be developed and carried out in ac-8

cordance with best practices regarding environ-9

mental conservation; cultural protection; and 10

empowerment of local populations, including 11

free, prior and informed consent of affected in-12

digenous communities; 13

(C) do not provide incentives for, or facili-14

tate, forced displacement; and 15

(D) do not partner with or otherwise in-16

volve enterprises owned or controlled by the 17

armed forces. 18

(c) COMPENSATION.—None of the funds appro-19

priated under title V of this Act may be made as payment 20

to any international financial institution while the United 21

States executive director to such institution is com-22

pensated by the institution at a rate which, together with 23

whatever compensation such executive director receives 24

from the United States, is in excess of the rate provided 25
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for an individual occupying a position at level IV of the 1

Executive Schedule under section 5315 of title 5, United 2

States Code, or while any alternate United States execu-3

tive director to such institution is compensated by the in-4

stitution at a rate in excess of the rate provided for an 5

individual occupying a position at level V of the Executive 6

Schedule under section 5316 of title 5, United States 7

Code. 8

(d) HUMAN RIGHTS.—The Secretary of the Treasury 9

shall instruct the United States executive director of each 10

international financial institution to seek to require that 11

such institution conducts rigorous human rights due dili-12

gence and risk management, as appropriate, in connection 13

with any loan, grant, policy, or strategy of such institu-14

tion: Provided, That prior to voting on any such loan, 15

grant, policy, or strategy the executive director shall con-16

sult with the Assistant Secretary for Democracy, Human 17

Rights, and Labor, Department of State, if the executive 18

director has reason to believe that such loan, grant, policy, 19

or strategy could result in forced displacement or other 20

violation of human rights. 21

(e) FRAUD AND CORRUPTION.—The Secretary of the 22

Treasury shall instruct the United States executive direc-23

tor of each international financial institution to promote 24

in loan, grant, and other financing agreements improve-25
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ments in borrowing countries’ financial management and 1

judicial capacity to investigate, prosecute, and punish 2

fraud and corruption. 3

(f) BENEFICIAL OWNERSHIP INFORMATION.—The 4

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 5

executive director of each international financial institu-6

tion to seek to require that such institution collects, 7

verifies, and publishes, to the maximum extent practicable, 8

beneficial ownership information (excluding proprietary 9

information) for any corporation or limited liability com-10

pany, other than a publicly listed company, that receives 11

funds from any such financial institution: Provided, That 12

not later than 45 days after enactment of this Act, the 13

Secretary shall submit a report to the Committees on Ap-14

propriations on steps taken in fiscal year 2017 by the 15

United States executive directors and the international fi-16

nancial institutions consistent with this subsection com-17

pared to the previous fiscal year. 18

(g) WHISTLEBLOWER PROTECTIONS.—The Secretary 19

of the Treasury shall instruct the United States executive 20

director of each international financial institution to seek 21

to require that each such institution is effectively imple-22

menting and enforcing policies and procedures which re-23

flect best practices for the protection of whistleblowers 24

from retaliation, including best practices for— 25
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(1) protection against retaliation for internal 1

and lawful public disclosure; 2

(2) legal burdens of proof; 3

(3) statutes of limitation for reporting retalia-4

tion; 5

(4) access to independent adjudicative bodies, 6

including external arbitration; and 7

(5) results that eliminate the effects of proven 8

retaliation. 9

DEBT-FOR-DEVELOPMENT 10

SEC. 7030. In order to enhance the continued partici-11

pation of nongovernmental organizations in debt-for-devel-12

opment and debt-for-nature exchanges, a nongovern-13

mental organization which is a grantee or contractor of 14

the United States Agency for International Development 15

may place in interest bearing accounts local currencies 16

which accrue to that organization as a result of economic 17

assistance provided under title III of this Act and, subject 18

to the regular notification procedures of the Committees 19

on Appropriations, any interest earned on such investment 20

shall be used for the purpose for which the assistance was 21

provided to that organization. 22

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET TRANSPARENCY 23

SEC. 7031. (a) LIMITATION ON DIRECT GOVERN-24

MENT-TO-GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE.— 25
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(1) REQUIREMENTS.—Funds appropriated by 1

this Act may be made available for direct govern-2

ment-to-government assistance only if— 3

(A)(i) each implementing agency or min-4

istry to receive assistance has been assessed 5

and is considered to have the systems required 6

to manage such assistance and any identified 7

vulnerabilities or weaknesses of such agency or 8

ministry have been addressed; 9

(ii) the recipient agency or ministry em-10

ploys and utilizes staff with the necessary tech-11

nical, financial, and management capabilities; 12

(iii) the recipient agency or ministry has 13

adopted competitive procurement policies and 14

systems; 15

(iv) effective monitoring and evaluation 16

systems are in place to ensure that such assist-17

ance is used for its intended purposes; 18

(v) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed; 19

and 20

(vi) the government of the recipient coun-21

try is taking steps to publicly disclose on an an-22

nual basis its national budget, to include in-23

come and expenditures; 24
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(B) the recipient government is in compli-1

ance with the principles set forth in section 2

7013 of this Act; 3

(C) the recipient agency or ministry is not 4

headed or controlled by an organization des-5

ignated as a foreign terrorist organization 6

under section 219 of the Immigration and Na-7

tionality Act (8 U.S.C. 1189); 8

(D) the Government of the United States 9

and the government of the recipient country 10

have agreed, in writing, on clear and achievable 11

objectives for the use of such assistance, which 12

should be made available on a cost-reimbursable 13

basis; and 14

(E) the recipient government is taking 15

steps to protect the rights of civil society, in-16

cluding freedoms of expression, association, and 17

assembly. 18

(2) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION.—In 19

addition to the requirements in paragraph (1), no 20

funds may be made available for direct government- 21

to-government assistance without prior consultation 22

with, and notification of, the Committees on Appro-23

priations: Provided, That such notification shall con-24

tain an explanation of how the proposed activity 25
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meets the requirements of paragraph (1): Provided 1

further, That the requirements of this paragraph 2

shall only apply to direct government-to-government 3

assistance in excess of $10,000,000 and all funds 4

available for cash transfer, budget support, and cash 5

payments to individuals. 6

(3) SUSPENSION OF ASSISTANCE.—The Admin-7

istrator of the United States Agency for Inter-8

national Development or the Secretary of State, as 9

appropriate, shall suspend any direct government-to- 10

government assistance if the Administrator or the 11

Secretary has credible information of material mis-12

use of such assistance, unless the Administrator or 13

the Secretary reports to the Committees on Appro-14

priations that it is in the national interest of the 15

United States to continue such assistance, including 16

a justification, or that such misuse has been appro-17

priately addressed. 18

(4) SUBMISSION OF INFORMATION.—The Sec-19

retary of State shall submit to the Committees on 20

Appropriations, concurrent with the fiscal year 2019 21

congressional budget justification materials, amounts 22

planned for assistance described in paragraph (1) by 23

country, proposed funding amount, source of funds, 24

and type of assistance. 25
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(5) REPORT.—Not later than 90 days after the 1

enactment of this Act and every 6 months thereafter 2

until September 30, 2019, the USAID Adminis-3

trator shall submit to the Committees on Appropria-4

tions a report that— 5

(A) details all assistance described in para-6

graph (1) provided during the previous 6-month 7

period by country, funding amount, source of 8

funds, and type of such assistance; and 9

(B) the type of procurement instrument or 10

mechanism utilized and whether the assistance 11

was provided on a reimbursable basis. 12

(6) DEBT SERVICE PAYMENT PROHIBITION.— 13

None of the funds made available by this Act may 14

be used by the government of any foreign country 15

for debt service payments owed by any country to 16

any international financial institution: Provided, 17

That for purposes of this paragraph, the term 18

‘‘international financial institution’’ has the meaning 19

given the term in section 7034(r)(3) of this Act. 20

(b) NATIONAL BUDGET AND CONTRACT TRANS-21

PARENCY.— 22

(1) MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS OF FISCAL 23

TRANSPARENCY.—The Secretary of State shall con-24

tinue to update and strengthen the ‘‘minimum re-25
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quirements of fiscal transparency’’ for each govern-1

ment receiving assistance appropriated by this Act, 2

as identified in the report required by section 3

7031(b) of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-4

ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 5

2014 (division K of Public Law 113–76). 6

(2) DEFINITION.—For purposes of paragraph 7

(1), ‘‘minimum requirements of fiscal transparency’’ 8

are requirements consistent with those in subsection 9

(a)(1), and the public disclosure of national budget 10

documentation (to include receipts and expenditures 11

by ministry) and government contracts and licenses 12

for natural resource extraction (to include bidding 13

and concession allocation practices). 14

(3) DETERMINATION AND REPORT.—For each 15

government identified pursuant to paragraph (1), 16

the Secretary of State, not later than 180 days after 17

enactment of this Act, shall make or update any de-18

termination of ‘‘significant progress’’ or ‘‘no signifi-19

cant progress’’ in meeting the minimum require-20

ments of fiscal transparency, and make such deter-21

minations publicly available in an annual ‘‘Fiscal 22

Transparency Report’’ to be posted on the Depart-23

ment of State Web site: Provided, That the Sec-24

retary shall identify the significant progress made by 25
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each such government to publicly disclose national 1

budget documentation, contracts, and licenses which 2

are additional to such information disclosed in pre-3

vious fiscal years, and include specific recommenda-4

tions of short- and long-term steps such government 5

should take to improve fiscal transparency: Provided 6

further, That the annual report shall include a de-7

tailed description of how funds appropriated by this 8

Act are being used to improve fiscal transparency, 9

and identify benchmarks for measuring progress. 10

(4) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated under 11

title III of this Act shall be made available for pro-12

grams and activities to assist governments identified 13

pursuant to paragraph (1) to improve budget trans-14

parency and to support civil society organizations in 15

such countries that promote budget transparency: 16

Provided, That such sums shall be in addition to 17

funds otherwise available for such purposes: Pro-18

vided further, That a description of the uses of such 19

funds shall be included in the annual ‘‘Fiscal Trans-20

parency Report’’ required by paragraph (3). 21

(c) ANTI-KLEPTOCRACY AND HUMAN RIGHTS.— 22

(1) INELIGIBILITY.— 23

(A) Officials of foreign governments and 24

their immediate family members about whom 25
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the Secretary of State has credible information 1

have been involved in significant corruption, in-2

cluding corruption related to the extraction of 3

natural resources, or a gross violation of human 4

rights shall be ineligible for entry into the 5

United States. 6

(B) The Secretary shall also publicly or 7

privately designate or identify officials of for-8

eign governments and their immediate family 9

members about whom the Secretary has such 10

credible information without regard to whether 11

the individual has applied for a visa. 12

(2) EXCEPTION.—Individuals shall not be ineli-13

gible if entry into the United States would further 14

important United States law enforcement objectives 15

or is necessary to permit the United States to fulfill 16

its obligations under the United Nations Head-17

quarters Agreement: Provided, That nothing in 18

paragraph (1) shall be construed to derogate from 19

United States Government obligations under applica-20

ble international agreements. 21

(3) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive the ap-22

plication of paragraph (1) if the Secretary deter-23

mines that the waiver would serve a compelling na-24

tional interest or that the circumstances which 25
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caused the individual to be ineligible have changed 1

sufficiently. 2

(4) REPORT.—Not later than 6 months after 3

enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall 4

submit a report, including a classified annex if nec-5

essary, to the Committees on Appropriations and the 6

Committees on the Judiciary describing the informa-7

tion related to corruption or violation of human 8

rights concerning each of the individuals found ineli-9

gible in the previous 12 months pursuant to para-10

graph (1)(A) as well as the individuals who the Sec-11

retary designated or identified pursuant to para-12

graph (1)(B), or who would be ineligible but for the 13

application of paragraph (2), a list of any waivers 14

provided under paragraph (3), and the justification 15

for each waiver. 16

(5) POSTING OF REPORT.—Any unclassified 17

portion of the report required under paragraph (4) 18

shall be posted on the Department of State Web 19

site. 20

(6) CLARIFICATION.—For purposes of para-21

graphs (1)(B), (4), and (5), the records of the De-22

partment of State and of diplomatic and consular of-23

fices of the United States pertaining to the issuance 24
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or refusal of visas or permits to enter the United 1

States shall not be considered confidential. 2

(d) NETWORKS OF CORRUPTION.—If the Secretary 3

of State has credible information of networks of corruption 4

involving the participation of, or support from, a senior 5

official in a country that receives assistance funded by this 6

Act under titles III or IV, the Secretary shall update the 7

report on such networks required by section 7031(d) of 8

the Department of State, Foreign Operations, and Related 9

Programs Appropriations Act, 2017 (division J of Public 10

Law 115–31). 11

(e) EXTRACTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES.— 12

(1) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated by this 13

Act shall be made available to promote and support 14

transparency and accountability of expenditures and 15

revenues related to the extraction of natural re-16

sources, including by strengthening implementation 17

and monitoring of the Extractive Industries Trans-18

parency Initiative, implementing and enforcing sec-19

tion 8204 of the Food, Conservation, and Energy 20

Act of 2008 (Public Law 110–246; 122 Stat. 2052) 21

and the amendments made by such section, and to 22

prevent the sale of conflict diamonds, and provide 23

technical assistance to promote independent audit 24
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mechanisms and support civil society participation in 1

natural resource management. 2

(2) UNITED STATES POLICY.— 3

(A) The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-4

form the management of the international fi-5

nancial institutions, and post on the Depart-6

ment of the Treasury Web site, that it is the 7

policy of the United States to vote against any 8

assistance by such institutions (including any 9

loan, credit, grant, or guarantee) to any coun-10

try for the extraction and export of a natural 11

resource if the government of such country has 12

in place laws, regulations, or procedures to pre-13

vent or limit the public disclosure of company 14

payments as required by United States law, and 15

unless such government has adopted laws, regu-16

lations, or procedures in the sector in which as-17

sistance is being considered for— 18

(i) accurately accounting for and pub-19

lic disclosure of payments to the host gov-20

ernment by companies involved in the ex-21

traction and export of natural resources; 22

(ii) the independent auditing of ac-23

counts receiving such payments and public 24
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disclosure of the findings of such audits; 1

and 2

(iii) public disclosure of such docu-3

ments as Host Government Agreements, 4

Concession Agreements, and bidding docu-5

ments, allowing in any such dissemination 6

or disclosure for the redaction of, or excep-7

tions for, information that is commercially 8

proprietary or that would create competi-9

tive disadvantage. 10

(B) The requirements of subparagraph (A) 11

shall not apply to assistance for the purpose of 12

building the capacity of such government to 13

meet the requirements of this subparagraph. 14

(f) FOREIGN ASSISTANCE WEB SITE.—Funds appro-15

priated by this Act under titles I and II, and funds made 16

available for any independent agency in title III, as appro-17

priate, shall be made available to support the provision 18

of additional information on United States Government 19

foreign assistance on the Department of State foreign as-20

sistance Web site: Provided, That all Federal agencies 21

funded under this Act shall provide such information on 22

foreign assistance, upon request, to the Department of 23

State. 24
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DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS 1

SEC. 7032. (a) FUNDING.— 2

(1) IN GENERAL.—Of the funds appropriated 3

by this Act under the headings ‘‘Development As-4

sistance’’, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, ‘‘Democracy 5

Fund’’, ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and Cen-6

tral Asia’’, and ‘‘International Narcotics Control and 7

Law Enforcement’’, not less than $2,308,517,000 8

shall be made available for democracy programs. 9

(2) PROGRAMS.—Of the funds made available 10

for democracy programs pursuant to paragraph (1), 11

the Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights, and 12

Labor, Department of State, shall administer an 13

amount not less than the amount administered in 14

fiscal year 2017 under the headings ‘‘Economic Sup-15

port Fund’’ and ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia 16

and Central Asia’’. 17

(b) AUTHORITY.—Funds made available by this Act 18

for democracy programs may be made available notwith-19

standing any other provision of law, and with regard to 20

the National Endowment for Democracy, any regulation. 21

(c) DEFINITION OF DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS.—For 22

purposes of funds appropriated by this Act, the term ‘‘de-23

mocracy programs’’ means programs that support good 24

governance, credible and competitive elections, freedom of 25
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expression, association, assembly, and religion, human 1

rights, labor rights, independent media, and the rule of 2

law, and that otherwise strengthen the capacity of demo-3

cratic political parties, governments, nongovernmental or-4

ganizations and institutions, and citizens to support the 5

development of democratic states, and institutions that are 6

responsive and accountable to citizens. 7

(d) PROGRAM PRIORITIZATION.—Funds made avail-8

of law or regulation, the Under Secretary for Civilian Se-22

curity, Democracy and Human Rights, Department of 23

State, in consultation with the Assistant Secretary for De-24

mocracy, Human Rights, and Labor, Department of 25
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State, and the Assistant Administrator for Democracy, 1

Conflict, and Humanitarian Assistance, USAID, shall re-2

view such strategy to ensure that it includes— 3

(1) specific goals and objectives for such pro-4

gram, including a specific plan and timeline to meas-5

ure impacts; 6

(2) an assessment of the risks associated with 7

the conduct of such program to intended bene-8

ficiaries and implementers, including steps to sup-9

(4) SOUTHERN KORDOFAN REFERENCE.—Any 11

reference to Southern Kordofan in this or any other 12

Act making appropriations for the Department of 13

State, foreign operations, and related programs shall 14

be deemed to include portions of Western Kordofan 15

that were previously part of Southern Kordofan 16

prior to the 2013 division of Southern Kordofan. 17

(5) USAID.—In this Act, the term ‘‘USAID’’ 18

means the United States Agency for International 19

Development. 20

(6) SPEND PLAN.—In this Act, the term 21

‘‘spend plan’’ means a plan for the uses of funds ap-22

ARAB LEAGUE BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL 18

SEC. 7035. It is the sense of the Congress that— 19

(1) the Arab League boycott of Israel, and the 20

secondary boycott of American firms that have com-21

mercial ties with Israel, is an impediment to peace 22

in the region and to United States investment and 23

trade in the Middle East and North Africa; 24
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(2) the Arab League boycott, which was regret-1

tably reinstated in 1997, should be immediately and 2

publicly terminated, and the Central Office for the 3

Boycott of Israel immediately disbanded; 4

(3) all Arab League states should normalize re-5

lations with their neighbor Israel; 6

(4) the President and the Secretary of State 7

should continue to vigorously oppose the Arab 8

League boycott of Israel and find concrete steps to 9

demonstrate that opposition by, for example, taking 10

into consideration the participation of any recipient 11

country in the boycott when determining to sell 12

weapons to said country; and 13

(5) the President should report to Congress an-14

nually on specific steps being taken by the United 15

States to encourage Arab League states to normalize 16

their relations with Israel to bring about the termi-17

nation of the Arab League boycott of Israel, includ-18

ing those to encourage allies and trading partners of 19

the United States to enact laws prohibiting busi-20

nesses from complying with the boycott and penal-21

izing businesses that do comply. 22

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 23

SEC. 7036. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 24

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 25
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this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 1

unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 2

the appropriate congressional committees that— 3

(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 4

state— 5

(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 6

to peaceful co-existence with the State of Israel; 7

and 8

(B) is taking appropriate measures to 9

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 10

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 11

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 12

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 13

security organizations; and 14

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 15

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 16

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-17

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 18

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 19

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 20

context of full and normal relationships, which 21

should include— 22

(A) termination of all claims or states of 23

belligerency; 24
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(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 1

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 2

independence of every state in the area through 3

measures including the establishment of demili-4

tarized zones; 5

(C) their right to live in peace within se-6

cure and recognized boundaries free from 7

threats or acts of force; 8

(D) freedom of navigation through inter-9

national waterways in the area; and 10

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-11

tlement of the refugee problem. 12

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-13

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 14

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 15

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 16

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-17

countable governance. 18

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 19

(a) if the President determines that it is important to the 20

national security interest of the United States to do so. 21

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 22

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 23

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 24

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 25
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of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 1

7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance for the Pales-2

tinian Authority’’). 3

RESTRICTIONS CONCERNING THE PALESTINIAN 4

AUTHORITY 5

SEC. 7037. None of the funds appropriated under ti-6

tles II through VI of this Act may be obligated or ex-7

pended to create in any part of Jerusalem a new office 8

of any department or agency of the United States Govern-9

ment for the purpose of conducting official United States 10

Government business with the Palestinian Authority over 11

Gaza and Jericho or any successor Palestinian governing 12

entity provided for in the Israel-PLO Declaration of Prin-13

ciples: Provided, That this restriction shall not apply to 14

the acquisition of additional space for the existing Con-15

sulate General in Jerusalem: Provided further, That meet-16

ings between officers and employees of the United States 17

and officials of the Palestinian Authority, or any successor 18

Palestinian governing entity provided for in the Israel- 19

PLO Declaration of Principles, for the purpose of con-20

ducting official United States Government business with 21

such authority should continue to take place in locations 22

other than Jerusalem: Provided further, That as has been 23

true in the past, officers and employees of the United 24

States Government may continue to meet in Jerusalem on 25
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other subjects with Palestinians (including those who now 1

occupy positions in the Palestinian Authority), have social 2

contacts, and have incidental discussions. 3

PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 4

BROADCASTING CORPORATION 5

SEC. 7038. None of the funds appropriated or other-6

wise made available by this Act may be used to provide 7

equipment, technical support, consulting services, or any 8

other form of assistance to the Palestinian Broadcasting 9

Corporation. 10

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 11

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2018, 12

30 days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bi-13

lateral West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of 14

State shall certify to the Committees on Appropriations 15

that procedures have been established to assure the Comp-16

troller General of the United States will have access to 17

appropriate United States financial information in order 18

to review the uses of United States assistance for the Pro-19

gram funded under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 20

Fund’’ for the West Bank and Gaza. 21

(b) VETTING.—Prior to the obligation of funds ap-22

propriated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Economic Sup-23

port Fund’’ for assistance for the West Bank and Gaza, 24

the Secretary of State shall take all appropriate steps to 25
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ensure that such assistance is not provided to or through 1

any individual, private or government entity, or edu-2

cational institution that the Secretary knows or has reason 3

to believe advocates, plans, sponsors, engages in, or has 4

engaged in, terrorist activity nor, with respect to private 5

entities or educational institutions, those that have as a 6

principal officer of the entity’s governing board or gov-7

erning board of trustees any individual that has been de-8

termined to be involved in, or advocating terrorist activity 9

or determined to be a member of a designated foreign ter-10

rorist organization: Provided, That the Secretary of State 11

shall, as appropriate, establish procedures specifying the 12

steps to be taken in carrying out this subsection and shall 13

terminate assistance to any individual, entity, or edu-14

cational institution which the Secretary has determined to 15

be involved in or advocating terrorist activity. 16

(c) PROHIBITION.— 17

(1) RECOGNITION OF ACTS OF TERRORISM.— 18

None of the funds appropriated under titles III 19

through VI of this Act for assistance under the West 20

Bank and Gaza Program may be made available 21

for— 22

(A) the purpose of recognizing or otherwise 23

honoring individuals who commit, or have com-24

mitted acts of terrorism; and 25
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(B) any educational institution located in 1

the West Bank or Gaza that is named after an 2

individual who the Secretary of State deter-3

mines has committed an act of terrorism. 4

(2) SECURITY ASSISTANCE AND REPORTING RE-5

QUIREMENT.—Notwithstanding any other provision 6

of law, none of the funds made available by this or 7

prior appropriations Acts, including funds made 8

available by transfer, may be made available for obli-9

gation for security assistance for the West Bank and 10

Gaza until the Secretary of State reports to the 11

Committees on Appropriations on the benchmarks 12

that have been established for security assistance for 13

the West Bank and Gaza and reports on the extent 14

of Palestinian compliance with such benchmarks.

(d) OVERSIGHT BY THE UNITED STATES AGENCY 16

and grantees, and significant subcontractors and 21

sub-grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza Pro-22

gram, are conducted at least on an annual basis to 23

ensure, among other things, compliance with this 24

section.

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(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act, up 1

to $1,000,000 may be used by the Office of Inspec-2

tor General of the United States Agency for Inter-3

national Development for audits, investigations, and 4

other activities in furtherance of the requirements of 5

this subsection: Provided, That such funds are in ad-6

dition to funds otherwise available for such pur-7

poses. 8

(e) COMPTROLLER GENERAL OF THE UNITED 9

STATES AUDIT.—Subsequent to the certification specified 10

in subsection (a), the Comptroller General of the United 11

States shall conduct an audit and an investigation of the 12

treatment, handling, and uses of all funds for the bilateral 13

West Bank and Gaza Program, including all funds pro-14

vided as cash transfer assistance, in fiscal year 2018 15

under the heading ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, and such 16

audit shall address— 17

(1) the extent to which such Program complies 18

with the requirements of subsections (b) and (c); 19

and 20

(2) an examination of all programs, projects, 21

and activities carried out under such Program, in-22

cluding both obligations and expenditures. 23

(f) NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES.—Funds made 24

available in this Act for West Bank and Gaza shall be 25
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subject to the regular notification procedures of the Com-1

mittees on Appropriations. 2

(g) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after enact-3

ment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall submit a 4

report to the Committees on Appropriations updating the 5

report contained in section 2106 of chapter 2 of title II 6

of the Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Act for 7

Defense, the Global War on Terror, and Tsunami Relief, 8

2005 (Public Law 109–13). 9

LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE FOR THE PALESTINIAN 10

AUTHORITY 11

SEC. 7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of 12

the funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provi-13

sions of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 14

Act of 1961 may be obligated or expended with respect 15

to providing funds to the Palestinian Authority. 16

(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 17

(a) shall not apply if the President certifies in writing to 18

the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the Presi-19

dent pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on 20

Appropriations that waiving such prohibition is important 21

to the national security interest of the United States. 22

(c) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 23

waiver pursuant to subsection (b) shall be effective for no 24
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more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 1

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 2

(d) REPORT.—Whenever the waiver authority pursu-3

ant to subsection (b) is exercised, the President shall sub-4

mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations detail-5

ing the justification for the waiver, the purposes for which 6

the funds will be spent, and the accounting procedures in 7

place to ensure that the funds are properly disbursed: Pro-8

vided, That the report shall also detail the steps the Pales-9

tinian Authority has taken to arrest terrorists, confiscate 10

weapons and dismantle the terrorist infrastructure. 11

(e) CERTIFICATION.—If the President exercises the 12

(4) LIMITATION.—None of the funds appro-13

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES 16

LANDMINES AND CLUSTER MUNITIONS 16

SEC. 7054. (a) LANDMINES.—Notwithstanding any 17

other provision of law, demining equipment available to 18

the United States Agency for International Development 19

and the Department of State and used in support of the 20

clearance of landmines and unexploded ordnance for hu-21

manitarian purposes may be disposed of on a grant basis 22

in foreign countries, subject to such terms and conditions 23

as the Secretary of State may prescribe.

UNITED STATES AGENCY FOR INTERNATIONAL 4

DEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT 5

SEC. 7057. (a) AUTHORITY.—Up to $93,000,000 of 6

the funds made available in title III of this Act pursuant 7

to or to carry out the provisions of part I of the Foreign 8

Assistance Act of 1961, including funds appropriated 9

under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and 10

Central Asia’’, may be used by the United States Agency 11

for International Development to hire and employ individ-12

uals in the United States and overseas on a limited ap-13

pointment basis pursuant to the authority of sections 308 14

and 309 of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (22 U.S.C. 15

3948 and 3949).

Provided, That such withholding shall not be in addition 21

to funds that are withheld from the Global Fund in fiscal 22

year 2018 pursuant to the application of any other provi-23

sion contained in this or any other Act.

SEC. 211. (a) No assistance shall be provided under 23

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(1) is enrolled as a student at an institution of 1

higher education (as defined under section 102 of 2

the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 3

1002)); 4

(2) is under 24 years of age; 5

(3) is not a veteran; 6

(4) is unmarried; 7

(5) does not have a dependent child; 8

(6) is not a person with disabilities, as such 9

term is defined in section 3(b)(3)(E) of the United 10

States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 11

1437a(b)(3)(E)) and was not receiving assistance 12

under such section 8 as of November 30, 2005; 13

(7) is not a youth who left foster care at age 14

14 or older and is at risk of becoming homeless; and 15

(8) is not otherwise individually eligible, or has 16

parents who, individually or jointly, are not eligible, 17

to receive assistance under section 8 of the United 18

States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f). 19

(b) For purposes of determining the eligibility of a 20

person to receive assistance under section 8 of the United 21

States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f), any finan-22

cial assistance (in excess of amounts received for tuition 23

and any other required fees and charges) that an indi-24

vidual receives under the Higher Education Act of 1965 25
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(20 U.S.C. 1001 et seq.), from private sources, or an insti-1

tution of higher education (as defined under the Higher 2

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1002)), shall be consid-3

ered income to that individual, except for a person over 4

the age of 23 with dependent children.

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(2) COMMISSION.—The term ‘‘Commission’’ 1

means the Federal Communications Commission.

(3) FEDERAL ENTITY.—The term ‘‘Federal en-3

tity’’ has the meaning given the term in section 4

113(l) of the National Telecommunications and In-5

formation Administration Organization Act (47 6

U.S.C. 923(l)). 7

(4) NTIA.—The term ‘‘NTIA’’ means the Na-8

tional Telecommunications and Information Admin-9

istration of the Department of Commerce. 10

(5) OMB.—The term ‘‘OMB’’ means the Office 11

of Management and Budget. 12

(6) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 13

the Secretary of Commerce. 14

SEC. 603. IDENTIFYING 255 MEGAHERTZ. 15

(a) REQUIREMENTS.— 16

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than December 31, 17

2022, the Secretary, working through the NTIA, 18

and the Commission shall identify a total of at least 19

255 megahertz of Federal and non-Federal spectrum 20

for mobile and fixed wireless broadband use. 21

(2) UNLICENSED AND LICENSED USE.—Of the 22

spectrum identified under paragraph (1), not less 23

than— 24
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(A) 100 megahertz below the frequency of 1

8000 megahertz shall be identified for use on 2

an unlicensed basis; 3

(B) 100 megahertz below the frequency of 4

6000 megahertz shall be identified for use on 5

an exclusive, licensed basis for commercial mo-6

bile use, pursuant to the Commission’s author-7

ity to implement such licensing in a flexible 8

manner, and subject to potential continued use 9

of such spectrum by incumbent Federal entities 10

in designated geographic areas indefinitely or 11

for such length of time stipulated in transition 12

plans approved by the Technical Panel under 13

section 113(h) of the National Telecommuni-14

cations and Information Administration Organi-15

zation Act (47 U.S.C. 923(h)) for those incum-16

bent entities to be relocated to alternate spec-17

trum; and 18

(C) 55 megahertz below the frequency of 19

8000 megahertz shall be identified for use on 20

either a licensed or unlicensed basis, or a com-21

bination of licensed and unlicensed. 22

(3) NON-ELIGIBLE SPECTRUM.—For purposes 23

of satisfying the requirement under paragraph (1), 24

the following spectrum shall not be counted: 25
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(A) The frequencies between 1695 and 1

1710 megahertz. 2

(B) The frequencies between 1755 and 3

1780 megahertz. 4

(C) The frequencies between 2155 and 5

2180 megahertz. 6

(D) The frequencies between 3550 and 7

3700 megahertz. 8

(E) Spectrum that the Commission deter-9

mines had more than de minimis mobile or 10

fixed wireless broadband operations within the 11

band on the day before the date of enactment 12

of this Act. 13

(4) TREATMENT OF CERTAIN OTHER SPEC-14

TRUM.—Spectrum identified pursuant to this section 15

may include eligible spectrum, if any, identified after 16

the date of enactment of this Act pursuant to title 17

X of the Bipartisan Budget Act of 2015 (Public 18

Law 114–74). 19

(5) SPECTRUM MADE AVAILABLE ON AND 20

AFTER FEBRUARY 11, 2016.—Any spectrum that 21

has been made available for licensed or unlicensed 22

use on and after February 11, 2016, and that other-23

wise satisfies the requirements of this section may 24
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be counted towards the requirements of this sub-1

section. 2

(6) RELOCATION PRIORITIZED OVER SHAR-3

ING.—This section shall be carried out in accordance 4

with section 113(j) of the National Telecommuni-5

cations and Information Administration Organiza-6

tion Act (47 U.S.C. 923(j)). 7

(7) CONSIDERATIONS.—In identifying spectrum 8

for use under this section, the Secretary, working 9

through the NTIA, and Commission shall consider— 10

(A) the need to preserve critical existing 11

and planned Federal Government capabilities; 12

(B) the impact on existing State, local, and 13

tribal government capabilities; 14

(C) the international implications; 15

(D) the need for appropriate enforcement 16

mechanisms and authorities; and 17

(E) the importance of the deployment of 18

wireless broadband services in rural areas of the 19

United States. 20

(b) RULES OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-21

tion shall be construed— 22

(1) to impair or otherwise affect the functions 23

of the Director of OMB relating to budgetary, ad-24

ministrative, or legislative proposals; 25
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(2) to require the disclosure of classified infor-1

mation, law enforcement sensitive information, or 2

other information that must be protected in the in-3

terest of national security; or 4

(3) to affect any requirement under section 156 5

of the National Telecommunications and Informa-6

tion Administration Organization Act (47 U.S.C. 7

921 note), as added by section 1062(a) of the Na-8

tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 9

2000, or any other relevant statutory requirement 10

applicable to the reallocation of Federal spectrum. 11

SEC. 604. MILLIMETER WAVE SPECTRUM. 12

(a) FCC PROCEEDING.—Not later than 2 years after 13

the date of enactment of this Act, the Commission shall 14

publish a notice of proposed rulemaking to consider service 15

rules to authorize mobile or fixed terrestrial wireless oper-16

ations, including for advanced mobile service operations, 17

in the radio frequency band between 42000 and 42500 18

megahertz. 19

(b) CONSIDERATIONS.—In conducting a rulemaking 20

under subsection (a), the Commission shall— 21

(1) consider how the band described in sub-22

section (a) may be used to provide commercial wire-23

less broadband service, including whether— 24
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(A) such spectrum may be best used for li-1

censed or unlicensed services, or some combina-2

tion thereof; and 3

(B) to permit additional licensed oper-4

ations in such band on a shared basis; and 5

(2) include technical characteristics under 6

which the band described in subsection (a) may be 7

employed for mobile or fixed terrestrial wireless op-8

erations, including any appropriate coexistence re-9

quirements. 10

(c) SPECTRUM MADE AVAILABLE ON AND AFTER 11

FEBRUARY 11, 2016.—Any spectrum that has been made 12

available for licensed or unlicensed use on or after Feb-13

ruary 11, 2016, and that otherwise satisfies the require-14

ments of section 603 of this title may be counted towards 15

the requirements of section 603(a) of this title. 16

SEC. 605. 3 GIGAHERTZ SPECTRUM. 17

(a) BETWEEN 3100 MEGAHERTZ AND 3550 MEGA-18

HERTZ.—Not later than 24 months after the date of en-19

actment of this Act, and in consultation with the Commis-20

sion and the head of each affected Federal agency (or a 21

designee thereof), the Secretary, working through the 22

NTIA, shall submit to the Commission and the appro-23

priate committees of Congress a report evaluating the fea-24

sibility of allowing commercial wireless services, licensed 25
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or unlicensed, to share use of the frequencies between 1

3100 megahertz and 3550 megahertz. 2

(b) BETWEEN 3700 MEGAHERTZ AND 4200 MEGA-3

HERTZ.—Not later than 18 months after the date of en-4

actment of this Act, after notice and an opportunity for 5

public comment, and in consultation with the Secretary, 6

working through the NTIA, and the head of each affected 7

Federal agency (or a designee thereof), the Commission 8

shall submit to the Secretary and the appropriate commit-9

tees of Congress a report evaluating the feasibility of al-10

lowing commercial wireless services, licensed or unli-11

censed, to use or share use of the frequencies between 12

3700 megahertz and 4200 megahertz. 13

(c) REQUIREMENTS.—A report under subsection (a) 14

or (b) shall include the following: 15

(1) An assessment of the operations of Federal 16

entities that operate Federal Government stations 17

authorized to use the frequencies described in that 18

subsection. 19

(2) An assessment of the possible impacts of 20

such sharing on Federal and non-Federal users al-21

ready operating on the frequencies described in that 22

subsection. 23

(3) The criteria that may be necessary to en-24

sure shared licensed or unlicensed services would not 25
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cause harmful interference to Federal or non-Fed-1

eral users already operating in the frequencies de-2

scribed in that subsection. 3

(4) If such sharing is feasible, an identification 4

of which of the frequencies described in that sub-5

section are most suitable for sharing with commer-6

cial wireless services through the assignment of new 7

licenses by competitive bidding, for sharing with un-8

licensed operations, or through a combination of li-9

censing and unlicensed operations. 10

(d) COMMISSION ACTION.—The Commission, in con-11

sultation with the NTIA, shall seek public comment on 12

the reports required under subsections (a) and (b), includ-13

ing regarding the bands identified in such report as fea-14

sible pursuant to subsection (c)(4).

SEC. 606. COMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES DEPLOYMENT ON 16

or other property of each such agency. 20

‘‘(B) EXCEPTION.—The requirement under 21

‘‘(3) TIMELY CONSIDERATION OF APPLICA-4

‘‘(c) MASTER CONTRACTS FOR COMMUNICATIONS 9

FACILITY INSTALLATION SITINGS.— 10

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding section 11

704 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (Public 12

Law 104–104; 110 Stat. 151) or any other provision 13

of law, the Administrator of General Services shall— 14

‘‘(A) develop one or more master contracts 15

that shall govern the placement of communica-16

tions facility installations on buildings and 17

other property owned by the Federal Govern-18

ment; and 19

all kinds; and 20

operating, from a fixed location pursuant 25

‘‘(iii) is added to a tower, building, or 5

other structure. 6

‘‘(2) EXECUTIVE AGENCY.—The term ‘executive 7

agency’ has the meaning given such term in section 8

102 of title 40, United States Code.’’. 9

(b) SAVINGS PROVISION.—An application for an 10

easement, right-of-way, or lease that was made or granted 11

under section 6409 of the Middle Class Tax Relief and 12

Job Creation Act of 2012 (47 U.S.C. 1455) before the 13

date of enactment of this Act shall continue, subject to 14

that section as in effect on the day before such date of 15

enactment. 16

(c) STREAMLINING BROADBAND FACILITY APPLICA-17

TIONS.— 18

(3) BROADBAND INFRASTRUCTURE ENTITY.— 19

The term ‘‘broadband infrastructure entity’’ means 20

any entity that— 21

(A) installs, owns, or operates broadband 22

infrastructure; and 23

(B) provides broadband services in a man-24

ner consistent with the public interest, conven-25
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ience, and necessity, as determined by the 1

State. 2

(4) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means— 3

(A) a State; 4

(B) the District of Columbia; and 5

(C) the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. 6

(b) BROADBAND INFRASTRUCTURE DEPLOYMENT.— 7

To facilitate the installation of broadband infrastructure, 8

the Secretary of Transportation shall promulgate regula-9

tions to ensure that each State that receives funds under 10

chapter 1 of title 23, United States Code, meets the fol-11

lowing requirements: 12

(1) BROADBAND CONSULTATION.—The State 13

department of transportation, in consultation with 14

appropriate State agencies, shall— 15

(A) identify a broadband utility coordi-16

nator, that may have additional responsibilities, 17

whether in the State department of transpor-18

tation or in another State agency, that is re-19

sponsible for facilitating the broadband infra-20

structure right-of-way efforts within the State; 21

(B) establish a process for the registration 22

of broadband infrastructure entities that seek 23

to be included in those broadband infrastruc-24
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ture right-of-way facilitation efforts within the 1

State; 2

(C) establish a process to electronically no-3

tify broadband infrastructure entities identified 4

under subparagraph (B) of the State transpor-5

tation improvement program on an annual basis 6

and provide additional notifications as nec-7

essary to achieve the goals of this section; and 8

(D) coordinate initiatives carried out under 9

this section with other statewide telecommuni-10

cation and broadband plans and State and local 11

transportation and land use plans, including 12

strategies to minimize repeated excavations that 13

involve the installation of broadband infrastruc-14

ture in a right-of-way. 15

(2) PRIORITY.—If a State chooses to provide 16

for the installation of broadband infrastructure in 17

the right-of-way of an applicable Federal-aid high-18

way project under this subsection, the State depart-19

ment of transportation shall carry out any appro-20

priate measures to ensure that any existing 21

broadband infrastructure entities are not disadvan-22

taged, as compared to other broadband infrastruc-23

ture entities, with respect to the program under this 24

subsection. 25
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(c) EFFECT OF SECTION.—This section applies only 1

to activities for which Federal obligations or expenditures 2

are initially approved on or after the date regulations 3

under subsection (b) become effective. Nothing in this sec-4

tion establishes a mandate or requirement that a State 5

install or allow the installation of broadband infrastruc-6

ture in a highway right-of-way. Nothing in this section au-7

thorizes the Secretary of Transportation to withhold or re-8

serve funds or approval of a project under title 23, United 9

States Code. 10

SEC. 608. COMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES INSTALLATION. 11

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 21 of the Federal Assets 12

Sale and Transfer Act of 2016 (40 U.S.C. 1303 note) is 13

as added by this Act, with the best 8

practices established by the Attorney 9

General or other applicable law; and 10

(II) use of a tracking device over 11

the objection of an individual; and 12

(vi) determine the role that State 13

agencies should have in the administration 14

of a tracking system. 15

(3) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The standards and best 16

practices established pursuant to paragraph (1) shall 17

take effect 90 days after publication of such stand-18

ards and practices by the Attorney General.

TITLE X—TAYLOR FORCE ACT 22

SEC. 1001. SHORT TITLE. 23

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Taylor Force Act’’. 24
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SEC. 1002. FINDINGS. 1

Congress makes the following findings: 2

(1) The Palestinian Authority’s practice of pay-3

ing salaries to terrorists serving in Israeli prisons, as 4

well as to the families of deceased terrorists, is an 5

incentive to commit acts of terror. 6

(2) The United States does not provide direct 7

budgetary support to the Palestinian Authority. The 8

United States does pay certain debts held by the 9

Palestinian Authority and funds programs for which 10

the Palestinian Authority would otherwise be respon-11

sible. 12

(3) The United States Government supports 13

community-based programs in the West Bank and 14

Gaza that provide for basic human needs, such as 15

food, water, health, shelter, protection, education, 16

and livelihoods, and that promote peace and develop-17

ment. 18

(4) Since fiscal year 2015, annual appropria-19

tions legislation has mandated the reduction of Eco-20

nomic Support Fund aid for the Palestinian Author-21

ity as a result of their payments for acts of ter-22

rorism including, in fiscal year 2017, a reduction 23

‘‘by an amount the Secretary determines is equiva-24

lent to the amount expended by the Palestinian Au-25

thority, the Palestine Liberation Organization, and 26
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any successor or affiliated organizations with such 1

entities as payments for acts of terrorism by individ-2

uals who are imprisoned after being fairly tried and 3

convicted for acts of terrorism and by individuals 4

who died committing acts of terrorism during the 5

previous calendar year’’. 6

SEC. 1003. SENSE OF CONGRESS. 7

Congress— 8

(1) calls on the Palestinian Authority, the Pal-9

estine Liberation Organization, and any successor or 10

affiliated organizations to stop payments for acts of 11

terrorism by individuals who are imprisoned after 12

being fairly tried and convicted for acts of terrorism 13

and by individuals who died committing acts of ter-14

rorism and to repeal the laws authorizing such pay-15

ments; 16

(2) calls on all donor countries providing budg-17

etary assistance to the Palestinian Authority to 18

cease direct budgetary support until the Palestinian 19

Authority stops all payments incentivizing terror; 20

(3) urges the Palestinian Authority to develop 21

programs to provide essential public services and 22

support to any individual in need within its jurisdic-23

tional control, rather than to provide payments con-24

tingent on perpetrating acts of violence; 25
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(4) urges the United States Permanent Rep-1

resentative to the United Nations to use the voice, 2

vote, and influence of the United States at the 3

United Nations to highlight the issue of Palestinian 4

Authority payments for acts of terrorism and to 5

urge other Member States to apply pressure upon 6

the Palestinian Authority to immediately cease such 7

payments; and 8

(5) urges the Department of State to use its bi-9

lateral and multilateral engagements with all govern-10

ments and organizations committed to the cause of 11

peace between Israel and the Palestinians to high-12

light the issue of Palestinian Authority payments for 13

acts of terrorism and to urge such governments and 14

organizations to join the United States in calling on 15

the Palestinian Authority to immediately cease such 16

payments. 17

SEC. 1004. LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE WEST BANK 18

AND GAZA. 19

(a) LIMITATION.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—Funds authorized to be ap-21

propriated or otherwise made available for assistance 22

under chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 23

Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2346 et seq.; relating to 24

Economic Support Fund) and available for assist-25
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ance for the West Bank and Gaza that directly bene-1

fits the Palestinian Authority may only be made 2

available for such purpose if, except as provided in 3

subsection (d), not later than 30 days after the date 4

of the enactment of this Act, and every 180 days 5

thereafter, the Secretary of State certifies in writing 6

to the appropriate congressional committees that the 7

Palestinian Authority, the Palestine Liberation Or-8

ganization, and any successor or affiliated organiza-9

tions— 10

(A) are taking credible steps to end acts of 11

violence against Israeli citizens and United 12

States citizens that are perpetrated or materi-13

ally assisted by individuals under their jurisdic-14

tional control, such as the March 2016 attack 15

that killed former United States Army officer 16

Taylor Force, a veteran of the wars in Iraq and 17

Afghanistan; 18

(B) have terminated payments for acts of 19

terrorism against Israeli citizens and United 20

States citizens to any individual, after being 21

fairly tried, who has been imprisoned for such 22

acts of terrorism and to any individual who died 23

committing such acts of terrorism, including to 24

a family member of such individuals; 25
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(C) have revoked any law, decree, regula-1

tion, or document authorizing or implementing 2

a system of compensation for imprisoned indi-3

viduals that uses the sentence or period of in-4

carceration of an individual imprisoned for an 5

act of terrorism to determine the level of com-6

pensation paid, or have taken comparable ac-7

tion that has the effect of invalidating any such 8

law, decree, regulation, or document; and 9

(D) are publicly condemning such acts of 10

violence and are taking steps to investigate or 11

are cooperating in investigations of such acts to 12

bring the perpetrators to justice. 13

(2) ADDITIONAL CERTIFICATION REQUIRE-14

MENT.—The Secretary of State shall include in the 15

certification required under paragraph (1) the defi-16

nition of ‘‘acts of terrorism’’ that the Secretary used 17

for purposes of making the determination in sub-18

paragraph (B) of such paragraph. 19

(b) EXCEPTION.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), 21

the limitation on assistance under subsection (a) 22

shall not apply to— 23

(A) payments made to the East Jerusalem 24

Hospital Network; 25
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(B) assistance for wastewater projects not 1

exceeding $5,000,000 in any one fiscal year; 2

and 3

(C) assistance for any other program, 4

project, or activity that provides vaccinations to 5

children not exceeding $500,000 in any one fis-6

cal year. 7

(2) NOTIFICATION.—The Secretary of State 8

shall notify in writing the appropriate congressional 9

committees not later than 15 days prior to making 10

funds available for assistance under subparagraph 11

(A), (B), or (C) of paragraph (1). 12

(c) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Funds withheld pur-13

suant to this section— 14

(1) shall be deemed to satisfy any similar with-15

holding or reduction required under any other provi-16

sion of law relating to the Palestinian Authority’s 17

payments for acts of terrorism; and 18

(2) shall be in an amount that is not less than 19

the total amount required by such other provision of 20

law. 21

(d) INITIAL USE AND DISPOSITION OF WITHHELD 22

FUNDS.— 23

(1) PERIOD OF AVAILABILITY.—Funds withheld 24

pursuant to this section are authorized to remain 25
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available for an additional 2 years from the date on 1

which the availability of such funds would otherwise 2

have expired. 3

(2) USE OF FUNDS.—Funds withheld pursuant 4

to this section may be made available for assistance 5

for the West Bank and Gaza that directly benefits 6

the Palestinian Authority upon a certification by the 7

Secretary of State that the Palestinian Authority, 8

the Palestine Liberation Organization, and any suc-9

cessor or affiliated organizations have met the condi-10

tions set forth in subsection (a). Except as provided 11

in paragraph (3), such funds may not be made avail-12

able for any purpose other than for assistance for 13

the West Bank and Gaza that directly benefits the 14

Palestinian Authority. 15

(3) DISPOSITION OF UNUSED FUNDS.—Begin-16

ning on the date that is 180 days after the last day 17

on which the initial availability of funds withheld 18

pursuant to this section would otherwise have ex-19

pired, such funds are authorized to be made avail-20

able to the Department of State for assistance under 21

chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance Act 22

of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2346 et seq.; relating to Eco-23

nomic Support Fund) in the following manner— 24
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(A) 50 percent for purposes of assistance 1

other than that deemed benefiting the Pales-2

tinian Authority; and 3

(B) 50 percent for purposes other than as-4

sistance for the West Bank and Gaza. 5

(e) REPORT.— 6

(1) IN GENERAL.—If the Secretary of State is 7

unable to certify in writing to the appropriate con-8

gressional committees that the Palestinian Author-9

ity, the Palestine Liberation Organization, and any 10

successor or affiliated organizations have met the 11

conditions described in subsection (a), the Secretary 12

shall, not later than 15 days after the date on which 13

the Secretary is unable to make such certification, 14

submit to the appropriate congressional committees 15

a report that contains the following: 16

(A) The reasons why the Secretary was 17

unable to certify in writing that such organiza-18

tions have met such requirements. 19

(B) The definition of ‘‘acts of terrorism’’ 20

that the Secretary used for purposes of making 21

the determination in subparagraph (B) of sub-22

section (a)(1). 23

(C) The total amount of funds to be with-24

held. 25
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(2) FORM.—The report required by this sub-1

section shall be submitted in unclassified form but 2

may include a classified annex. 3

(f) LIST OF CRITERIA.— 4

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 15 days after 5

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 6

of State shall submit to the appropriate congres-7

sional committees a list of the criteria that the Sec-8

retary uses to determine whether assistance for the 9

West Bank and Gaza is assistance that directly ben-10

efits the Palestinian Authority for purposes of car-11

rying out this section. 12

(2) UPDATE.—The Secretary of State shall 13

submit to the appropriate congressional committees 14

an updated list under paragraph (1) not later than 15

15 days after the date on which the Secretary makes 16

any modification to the list. 17

SEC. 1005. INITIAL REPORT. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 60 days after the 19

date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State 20

shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees 21

a report describing those programs, projects, and activities 22

funded by the United States Government that have been 23

or will be suspended by reason of withholding of funds 24

under section 1004.

a minimum the following elements: 9

(1) An estimate of the amount expended by the 10

Palestinian Authority, the Palestine Liberation Or-11

ganization, and any successor or affiliated organiza-12

tions during the previous calendar year as payments 13

for acts of terrorism by individuals who are impris-14

oned for such acts. 15

(2) An estimate of the amount expended by the 16

Palestinian Authority, the Palestine Liberation Or-17

ganization, and any successor or affiliated organiza-18

tions during the previous calendar year as payments 19

to the families of deceased individuals who com-20

mitted an act of terrorism. 21

(3) An overview of Palestinian laws, decrees, 22

regulations, or documents in effect the previous cal-23

endar year that authorize or implement any pay-24

ments reported under paragraphs (1) and (2). 25
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(4) A description of United States Government 1

policy, efforts, and engagement with the Palestinian 2

Authority in order to confirm the revocation of any 3

law, decree, regulation, or document in effect the 4

previous calendar year that authorizes or implements 5

any payments reported under paragraphs (1) and 6

(2). 7

(5) A description of United States Government 8

policy, efforts, and engagement with other govern-9

ments, and at the United Nations, to highlight the 10

issue of Palestinian payments for acts of terrorism 11

and to urge other nations to join the United States 12

in calling on the Palestinian Authority to imme-13

diately cease such payments. 14

(b) FORM OF REPORT.—The report required by sub-15

section (a) shall be submitted in unclassified form but may 16

include a classified annex. 17

SEC. 1007. APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES 18

DEFINED. 19

In this title, the term ‘‘appropriate congressional 20

committees’’ means— 21

(1) the Committee on Appropriations and the 22

Committee on Foreign Affairs of the House of Rep-23

resentatives; and 24
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(2) the Committee on Appropriations and the 1

Committee on Foreign Relations of the Senate. 2

TITLE XI—FARM ACT 3

SEC. 1101. SHORT TITLE. 4

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Fair Agricultural Re-5

porting Method Act’’ or the ‘‘FARM Act’’. 6

SEC. 1102. EXEMPTIONS FROM CERTAIN NOTICE REQUIRE-7

MENTS AND PENALTIES. 8

‘‘(A) the application of a pesticide product 18

registered under the Federal Insecticide, Fun-19

gicide, and Rodenticide Act (7 U.S.C. 136 et 20

seq.) or the handling and storage of such a pes-21

ticide product by an agricultural producer; or 22

‘‘(B) air emissions from animal waste (in-23

cluding decomposing animal waste) at a farm. 24

‘‘(2) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection: 25
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‘‘(A) ANIMAL WASTE.— 1

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘animal 2

waste’ means feces, urine, or other excre-3

ment, digestive emission, urea, or similar 4

substances emitted by animals (including 5

any form of livestock, poultry, or fish). 6

‘‘(ii) INCLUSIONS.—The term ‘animal 7

waste’ includes animal waste that is mixed 8

or commingled with bedding, compost, 9

feed, soil, or any other material typically 10

found with such waste. 11

‘‘(B) FARM.—The term ‘farm’ means a 12

site or area (including associated structures) 13

that— 14

‘‘(i) is used for— 15

‘‘(I) the production of a crop; or 16

‘‘(II) the raising or selling of ani-17

mals (including any form of livestock, 18

poultry, or fish); and 19

‘‘(ii) under normal conditions, pro-20

duces during a farm year any agricultural 21

products with a total value equal to not 22

less than $1,000.’’. 23

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DIVISION V—CLOUD ACT 1

SEC. 101. SHORT TITLE. 2

This division may be cited as the ‘‘Clarifying Lawful 3

Overseas Use of Data Act’’ or the ‘‘CLOUD Act’’. 4

SEC. 102. CONGRESSIONAL FINDINGS. 5

Congress finds the following: 6

(1) Timely access to electronic data held by 7

communications-service providers is an essential 8

component of government efforts to protect public 9

safety and combat serious crime, including ter-10

rorism. 11

(2) Such efforts by the United States Govern-12

ment are being impeded by the inability to access 13

data stored outside the United States that is in the 14

custody, control, or possession of communications- 15

service providers that are subject to jurisdiction of 16

the United States. 17

(3) Foreign governments also increasingly seek 18

access to electronic data held by communications- 19

service providers in the United States for the pur-20

pose of combating serious crime. 21

(4) Communications-service providers face po-22

tential conflicting legal obligations when a foreign 23

government orders production of electronic data that 24
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United States law may prohibit providers from dis-1

closing. 2

(5) Foreign law may create similarly conflicting 3

legal obligations when chapter 121 of title 18, 4

United States Code (commonly known as the ‘‘ 5

Stored Communications Act’’), requires disclosure of 6

electronic data that foreign law prohibits commu-7

nications-service providers from disclosing. 8

(6) International agreements provide a mecha-9

nism for resolving these potential conflicting legal 10

obligations where the United States and the relevant 11

foreign government share a common commitment to 12

the rule of law and the protection of privacy and 13

civil liberties. 14

SEC. 105. EXECUTIVE AGREEMENTS ON ACCESS TO DATA 6

BY FOREIGN GOVERNMENTS. 7

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 119 of title 18, United 8

a corporation that is incorporated in the United 24

States. 25
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‘‘(b) EXECUTIVE AGREEMENT REQUIREMENTS.— 1

For purposes of this chapter, chapter 121, and chapter 2

206, an executive agreement governing access by a foreign 3

government to data subject to this chapter, chapter 121, 4

or chapter 206 shall be considered to satisfy the require-5

ments of this section if the Attorney General, with the con-6

currence of the Secretary of State, determines, and sub-7

mits a written certification of such determination to Con-8

gress, including a written certification and explanation of 9

each consideration in paragraphs (1), (2), (3), and (4), 10

that— 11

‘‘(1) the domestic law of the foreign govern-12

ment, including the implementation of that law, af-13

fords robust substantive and procedural protections 14

for privacy and civil liberties in light of the data col-15

lection and activities of the foreign government that 16

will be subject to the agreement, if— 17

‘‘(I) protection from arbitrary 15

and unlawful interference with pri-16

vacy; 17

‘‘(II) fair trial rights; 18

‘‘(III) freedom of expression, as-19

sociation, and peaceful assembly; 20

‘‘(IV) prohibitions on arbitrary 21

arrest and detention; and 22

‘‘(V) prohibitions against torture 23

information and the open, distributed, and 16

interconnected nature of the Internet; 17

‘‘(2) the foreign government has adopted appro-18

priate procedures to minimize the acquisition, reten-19

tion, and dissemination of information concerning 20

United States persons subject to the agreement; 21

‘‘(3) the terms of the agreement shall not cre-22

ate any obligation that providers be capable of 23

decrypting data or limitation that prevents providers 24

from decrypting data; and 25
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‘‘(4) the agreement requires that, with respect 1

to any order that is subject to the agreement— 2

‘‘(A) the foreign government may not in-3

tentionally target a United States person or a 4

person located in the United States, and shall 5

adopt targeting procedures designed to meet 6

this requirement; 7

‘‘(B) the foreign government may not tar-8

get a non-United States person located outside 9

the United States if the purpose is to obtain in-10

formation concerning a United States person or 11

a person located in the United States; 12

‘‘(C) the foreign government may not issue 13

an order at the request of or to obtain informa-14

tion to provide to the United States Govern-15

ment or a third-party government, nor shall the 16

foreign government be required to share any in-17

formation produced with the United States 18

Government or a third-party government; 19

‘‘(D) an order issued by the foreign gov-20

ernment— 21

‘‘(i) shall be for the purpose of obtain-22

ing information relating to the prevention, 23

detection, investigation, or prosecution of 24

serious crime, including terrorism; 25
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‘‘(ii) shall identify a specific person, 1

account, address, or personal device, or 2

any other specific identifier as the object of 3

the order; 4

‘‘(iii) shall be in compliance with the 5

domestic law of that country, and any obli-6

gation for a provider of an electronic com-7

munications service or a remote computing 8

service to produce data shall derive solely 9

from that law; 10

‘‘(iv) shall be based on requirements 11

for a reasonable justification based on 12

articulable and credible facts, particularity, 13

legality, and severity regarding the conduct 14

under investigation; 15

‘‘(v) shall be subject to review or over-16

sight by a court, judge, magistrate, or 17

other independent authority prior to, or in 18

proceedings regarding, enforcement of the 19

order; and 20

‘‘(vi) in the case of an order for the 21

interception of wire or electronic commu-22

nications, and any extensions thereof, shall 23

require that the interception order— 24
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‘‘(I) be for a fixed, limited dura-1

tion; and 2

‘‘(II) may not last longer than is 3

reasonably necessary to accomplish 4

the approved purposes of the order; 5

‘‘(III) be issued only if the same 7

information could not reasonably be 8

ly review material collected pursuant to the 15

agreement and store any unreviewed commu-16

nications on a secure system accessible only to 17

those persons trained in applicable procedures; 18

‘‘(G) the foreign government shall, using 19

procedures that, to the maximum extent pos-20

sible, meet the definition of minimization proce-21

dures in section 101 of the Foreign Intelligence 22

Surveillance Act of 1978 (50 U.S.C. 1801), seg-23

regate, seal, or delete, and not disseminate ma-24

terial found not to be information that is, or is 25
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necessary to understand or assess the impor-1

tance of information that is, relevant to the pre-2

vention, detection, investigation, or prosecution 3

of serious crime, including terrorism, or nec-4

essary to protect against a threat of death or 5

serious bodily harm to any person; 6

‘‘(H) the foreign government may not dis-7

seminate the content of a communication of a 8

United States person to United States authori-9

ties unless the communication may be dissemi-10

nated pursuant to subparagraph (G) and re-11

lates to significant harm, or the threat thereof, 12

to the United States or United States persons, 13

including crimes involving national security 14

such as terrorism, significant violent crime, 15

child exploitation, transnational organized 16

crime, or significant financial fraud; 17

‘‘(I) the foreign government shall afford 18

reciprocal rights of data access, to include, 19

‘‘(A) TREATMENT OF SENATE JOINT RESO-24

LUTION IN HOUSE.—In the House of Rep-25
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resentatives, the following procedures shall 1

apply to a joint resolution of disapproval re-2

ceived from the Senate (unless the House has 3

already passed a joint resolution relating to the 4

same proposed action): 5

‘‘(i) The joint resolution shall be re-6

ferred to the appropriate committees. 7

‘‘(ii) If a committee to which a joint 8

resolution has been referred has not re-9

ported the joint resolution within 7 days 10

after the date of referral, that committee 11

shall be discharged from further consider-12

ation of the joint resolution. 13

‘‘(iii) Beginning on the third legisla-14

tive day after each committee to which a 15

joint resolution has been referred reports 16

the joint resolution to the House or has 17

been discharged from further consideration 18

thereof, it shall be in order to move to pro-19

ceed to consider the joint resolution in the 20

House.
