“(a) IN GENERAL.

With respect to a statute of limi-
tations applicable to a default or delinquency with respect
to a debt of a consumer, any payment by the consumer
on such debt (or any other acknowledgment of the debt
by the consumer) shall not restart, toll, or otherwise ex-
tend such statute of limitations.

“(b) EFFECT ON STATE LAwW.—Any law of a State
that conflicts with subsection (a) is hereby preempted, but
only to the extent of such conflict.”.
