(¢) CONSULTATION.—In carrying out its duties under
subsection (a), the task force shall consult with the Sec-
retary of Health and Human Services, the Secretary of
Education, the Secretary of the Interior, and the heads
of any other relevant agencies.

(d) REPORT.—Not later than the expiration of the
12-month period beginning on the date of the enactment
of this Aect, the task force shall submit a report to the
Congress setting forth and analyzing the housing and
community development needs in areas of persistent pov-
erty identified pursuant to subsection (a) and rec-
ommendations to address such needs and shall make such

  (b) Membership The task force shall consist of the following members: 
  (1) The Secretary of Housing and Urban Development or the Secretary ’s designee, who shall serve as a co-chairperson of the task force. 
  (2) The Secretary of Agriculture or the Secretary’s designee, who shall serve as a co-chairperson of the task force. 
  (3) The Director of the Federal Housing Finance Agency, or the Director’s designee. 
  (4) The Director of the Bureau of Consumer Financial Protection or the Director’s designee. 
  (c) Consultation In carrying out its duties under subsection (a), the task force shall consult with the Secretary of Health and Human Services, the Secretary of Education, the Secretary of the Interior, and the heads of any other relevant agencies.
