SEC. 2. FINDINGS. 4

SEC. 6. REPORTING. 7

The Missing Children’s Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 8

5771 et seq.) is amended— 9

(1) by redesignating sections 407 and 408 as 10

section 408 and 409, respectively, and 11

(2) by inserting after section 406 the following: 12

‘‘SEC. 407. REPORTING. 13

‘‘(a) REQUIRED REPORTING.—As a condition of re-14

ceiving funds under section 404(b), the grant recipient 15

shall, based solely on reports received by the grantee and 16

not involving any data collection by the grantee other than 17

those reports, annually provide to the Administrator and 18

make available to the general public, as appropriate— 19

‘‘(1) the number of children nationwide who are 20

reported to the grantee as missing; 21

‘‘(2) the number of children nationwide who are 22

reported to the grantee as victims of non-family ab-23

ductions; 24
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‘‘(3) the number of children nationwide who are 1

reported to the grantee as victims of family abduc-2

tions; and 3

‘‘(4) the number of missing and abducted chil-4

dren recovered nationwide whose recovery was re-5

ported to the grantee. 6

‘‘(b) INCIDENCE OF ATTEMPTED CHILD ABDUC-7

TIONS.—As a condition of receiving funds under section 8

404(b), the grant recipient shall— 9

‘‘(1) track the incidence of attempted child ab-10

ductions in order to identify links and patterns; 11

‘‘(2) provide such information to law enforce-12

ment agencies; and 13

‘‘(3) make such information available to the 14

general public, as appropriate.’’. 15

  (a) Required Reporting As a condition of receiving funds under section 404(b), the grant recipient shall, based solely on reports received by the grantee and not involving any data collection by the grantee other than those reports, annually provide to the Administrator and make available to the general public, as appropriate— 
  (1) the number of children nationwide who are reported to the grantee as missing; 
  (2) the number of children nationwide who are reported to the grantee as victims of non-family abductions; 
  (3) the number of children nationwide who are reported to the grantee as victims of family abductions; and 
  (4) the number of missing and abducted children recovered nationwide whose recovery was reported to the grantee. 
  (b) Incidence of Attempted Child Abductions As a condition of receiving funds under section 404(b), the grant recipient shall— 
  (1) track the incidence of attempted child abductions in order to identify links and patterns; 
  (2) provide such information to law enforcement agencies; and 
  (3) make such information available to the general public, as appropriate. .
