Ryan Crockeris a Nonresident Senior Fellow at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace. Other
academic appointments have included Diplomatin Residence at Princeton University, inaugural
Kissinger Fellow at Yale University, the James Schlesinger Distinguished Visiting Professor at the
University of Virginia, and Texas A&M where he was Dean of the Bush School of Government.
