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Thomas H. Andrews is President and Chief Executive Officer of United to End Genocide. A former
Congressman from Maine, Tom most recently served as National Director of Win Without War, a
coalition of forty national organizations promoting a more progressive national security strategy that
calls for prudent use of military engagement. He has worked to promote democracy and human rights
throughout the world including Indonesia, Cambodia, Yemen, Algeria, Serbia, and Ukraine among many
others. A long-time advocate of democracy and human rights in Burma, Tom has worked closely with
the National Coalition Government of the Union of Burma, facilitated the creation of the European
Burma Network and served as General Secretary of the Nobel Peace Laureate Campaign for Aung San
Suu Kyi. Tom is a Senior Advisor to the National Democratic Institute for International Affairs, chaired by
former U.S. Secretary of State Madeleine Albright. Tom was elected to the Maine House of
Representatives in 1982, the Maine Senate in 1984 and the United States House of Representatives in
1990. Tom also served as president of New Economy Communications, a not-for-profit organization
providing strategic planning and communication services to individuals and groups advancing labor and
human rights issues.
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
