Lehfeldt previously served on the Men’s Epee National Team as the director of strategy
and analytics, where he created a proprietary methodology used to provide critical insights on
top-tier opponents.

As a competitor, Lehfeldt is a former “A” rated fencer, the highest achievable national
rating. As a referee, he earned an N2 certification, the second highest possible rating for
domestic referees.

Lehfeldt currently serves as the Chair of the Board of Directors of USA Fencing where he
leads with a mission to make fencing more accessible to the community.
