(c) LIMITATION.—If the Administrator of the Envi-1

ronmental Protection Agency, in consultation with the 2

Clean Air Scientific Advisory Committee, finds that appli-3

cation of subsection (a) could increase the incidence of 4

asthma attacks, respiratory disease, cardiovascular dis-5

ease, stroke, heart attacks, babies born with low birth 6

weight and impaired fetal growth, neurological damage, 7

premature mortality, or other serious harms to human 8

health, especially for vulnerable populations such as preg-9

nant women, children, the elderly, outdoor workers, and 10

low income communities, then this section shall cease to 11

apply. 12
