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Mr. Potts is the Biorisk Manager of the National Institutes of Health (NIH).  In this role he oversees the 

coordination of all high containment laboratories within the NIH intramural research program.  Since he 

was hired in 2004, Mr. Potts has worked for the Division of Occupational Health and Safety providing 

safety oversight and guidance to the NIH community.  Mr. Potts served as the Occupational Health and 

Safety Manager for the C.W. Bill Young Center for Biodefense and Emerging Infectious Disease from 

2006-2014 and advised senior management on implementation of biosafety, biosecurity and biological 

surety programs at NIH.  He is the NIH contact for international relations with regard to Biorisk 

Management and has served on a number of interagency committees to develop and implement policy 

and programs addressing Biorisk Management.  Mr. Potts is currently serving on the team that will be 

revising the CDC/NIH publication Biosafety in Microbiological and Biomedical Laboratories.  

Mr. Potts is a member of the American Biological Safety Association and is the recipient of numerous 

NIH awards, including a NIH Director’s Award for his role in the safe transport of Ebola patients that 

were cared for at the NIH. 
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
