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APPA Grant and Cooperative Agreement Program

APPA received its first cooperative agreement from the US Department of Energy (DOE)
in 2016. At that time, the cooperative was approximately $1M and was APPA’s first foray into
how cooperative agreements with government could serve to advance critical programs within
APPA membership and provide membership value.

Since that time, APPA was awarded twelve (12) multi-year cooperative
agreements/grants from various federal government agencies including the DOE Office of
Electricity, DOE Office of Cybersecurity, Energy Security, and Emergency Response, DOE Office
of Fossil Energy and Carbon Management (FECM), DOE Office of Policy, the Department of
Labor, and the Lawrence Berkeley, Argonne, and Pacific Northwest National Laboratories.

There is clear recognition by our federal government partners that utilizing a hub and
spoke model, with APPA at the center, is the quickest and most effective way for the federal

government to partner with public power to deliver effective resources and tools to our
members.

Collectively now, APPA is managing approximately $37M in cooperative agreements and
grants, delivering valuable member tools and services, which are being shared broadly across
the public power community. The growth in the grant/cooperative agreements portfolio
represents another form of non-dues revenue, as required in the APPA Business Plan, which
helps to offset APPA’s operating expenses.
