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 Mr. {Terry.}  The subcommittee will come to order. 32 

 At the conclusion of opening statements yesterday, the 33 

chair called up H.R. 2052.  I want to thank Leonard for his 34 

great work as the acting chair on our first markup.  Well 35 

done.  And you were able to establish a great deal at the 36 

beginning of that started by Jan Schakowsky's discussion of 37 

her twin grandchildren that were born yesterday.  38

 Ms. {Schakowsky.}  Thank you. 40 

 Mr. {Terry.}  And then we have just found out that Jerry 41 

McNerney is a twin, so we need to build on yesterday's 42 

admissions of twins. 43 

 Mr. {Lance.}  And John Barrow is a twin. 44 

 Mr. {McNerney.}  And so is Leonard. 45 

 Mr. {Terry.}  Yeah, I kind of feel left out.  Are you a 46 

twin, Bill?  Could there be two of you? 47 

 Mr. {Johnson.}  Only child. 48 

 Mr. {Terry.}  Well, now I recognize myself for the 49 

purpose of offering an amendment, and the clerk will report 50 

the amendment. 51 
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 The {Clerk.}  Amendment to H.R. 2052 offered by Mr. 52 

Terry and Ms. Schakowsky. 53 

 [The amendment of Mr. Terry and Ms. Schakowsky follows:] 54

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 Mr. {Lance.}  And without objection, the reading of the 56 

amendment is dispensed with, and the chair recognizes myself 57 

for 5 minutes in support of the amendment. 58 

 I want to say that this amendment is non-controversial.  59 

It is bipartisan, and our disagreements on these, and 60 

frankly, they are more grammatical and technical in nature 61 

than substantive by any means.  We negotiated all of the 62 

substance of the bill and this amendment in very bipartisan, 63 

I thought, intellectual and academic ways, and I appreciate 64 

that Jan.  I thought we did a great job and your staff and 65 

ours getting us to this point. 66 

 So I encourage my colleagues to support this amendment.  67 

Is there anyone on our side that would like to use part of my 68 

3 minutes and 3 seconds left to discuss this amendment?  69 

Having several heads shake no, I will yield back my time and 70 

recognize the gentlelady from Illinois, the ranking member, 71 

Jan Schakowsky. 72 

 Ms. {Schakowsky.}  Thank you, Mr. Chairman.  I support 73 

this amendment, which does make technical corrections and 74 

perfects our legislation, and I yield back. 75 
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 Mr. {Terry.}  All right.  And seeing no further 76 

discussion, the vote occurs on the amendment. 77 

 All those in favor, say aye. 78 

 All those opposed, no. 79 

 The ayes have it, and the amendment is agreed to.  The 80 

amendment is agreed to. 81 

 Are there any further amendments?  Hearing none, the 82 

question now occurs on forwarding the H.R. 2052 to the full 83 

committee as amended. 84 

 All those in favor, say aye. 85 

 All those opposed, say no. 86 

 Hearing no nos, the ayes have it, and the bill is agreed 87 

to. 88 

 Without objection, the staff is authorized to make 89 

technical and conforming changes to the legislation approved 90 

by the subcommittee today.  Hearing no objection, so ordered. 91 

 Do you have anything before we close? 92 

 Ms. {Schakowsky.}  Yes, I would just like to thank you, 93 

our staffs, members on both sides of the aisle.  I think this 94 

is a really excellent product coming out of our committee, a 95 

good precedent to set as we move forward, and I really 96 
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appreciate being able to work with you, Mr. Chairman, on 97 

advancing an important agenda like this.  Thank you. 98 

 Mr. {Terry.}  I much appreciate that, and feel the same 99 

way, and I look forward to working with you on our next bill, 100 

whatever that may be. 101 

 At this point, the committee stands adjourned, and good 102 

job everyone. 103
