Amendment to H.R. 3113

Strike section 2 and redesignate existing provisions accordingly.  
 
Page 4, line 5, strike “18” and insert “30”.  
 
Page 4, line 13, strike “3” and insert “4”.  
 
Page 4, line 21, insert “, reservations,” after “easements”.  
 
Page 5, beginning on line 1, strike “is used to provide recreational access to the Federal land” and insert 
“are open to public recreational use”.  
 
Page 5, line 4, strike “roads and trails” and insert “Roads and Trails”.  
 
Page 5, line 6, strike “roads and trails” and insert “Roads and Trails”.  
 
Page 5, line 8, insert “and recreational uses” after “vehicles”.  
 
Page 5, line 9, strike “roads and trails” and insert “Roads and Trails”.  
 
Page 5, strike lines 11 through 14 and insert the following:  
  

(A) non-mechanized transportation; 
(B) off-highway vehicles; 
(C) motorcycles; 
(D) non-motorized bicycles;  
(E) electric bicycles; and  
(F) passing vehicles;  

 
Page 5, line 15, insert “, weapon discharge,” before “or”.  
 
Page 5, line 22, insert “or gasoline motor restrictions” after “limitations”.  
 
Page 5, after line 23 insert “(D) Nothing in this subpart requires the Federal land management agency to 
collect and compile information on watercraft restrictions imposed by other entities.”.  
 
 
 
 
 



 
Page 6, after line 8 insert the following:  
 

(3) EFFECT.—Geographic information system data made publicly available pursuant to this 
section should not disclose information regarding the location, character, and ownership of 
historic resources and the nature and location of archaeological resources, consistent with the 
National Historic Preservation Act, (54 U.S.C. 307103), and the Archaeological Resources 
Protection Act, (16 U.S.C. 470hh). 

 
 
Page 6, line 10, strike “Not later than October of each year” and insert “On an annual basis”.  
 
Page 7, line 9, strike “and 2024” and insert “, 2024, and 2025”.  
 
Page 7, line 14, strike “and 2024” and insert “, 2024, and 2025”.  
 
At the end of the bill insert the following:  
 
 SEC. 8. SAVINGS.  
    

 Under this Act, the Secretaries shall not publicize or make available information on 
unauthorized or illegal Roads and Trails.
