You will note that USGS invested over $1 million dollars in topographic mapping in Pennsylvania, about half
of which was Stimulus (ARRA) money. This was part of the $24 million dollar PAMAP project. So the
USGS investment was returned 23 fold and the majority of the ARRA money went to private industry.
