Chesapeake Bay Trust-The Mini Grant is supported by a partnership with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) Chesapeake Bay Watershed Education and Training Program (B-WET)-grant awarded in June 2020; $5000;The original grant, which consisted of students going on an interactive field trip and leading their own action project, needed to be changed due to Covid-19. Instead of being able to physically take students to locations in our watersheds, EPCAMR created boxed kits to send to the students with everything they need for a virtual tour. Accompanying videos were created to allow students to “visit” the locations from the safety of their homes. These boxes included an informative guided nature journal, an original board game created by EPCAMR staff, and other materials to complete science exploration activities focused on water quality, AMD, watershed restoration, and community volunteerism; 30 4th grade students in the Wilkes-Barre Schoool District participated (http://epcamr.org/home/2020/chesapeake-bay-foundation-awards-epcamr-5000-watershed-education-experience-grant-to-provide-virtual-watershed-tours-in-a-box-to-wilkes-barre-area-school-district-students/)
