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During the current and previous two fifiscal years, Packet Clearing House has received US Federal grants 
and contracts from the Department of Homeland Security, the United States Trade Development Agency, 
the Department of Defense, and the Department of State, averaging $1.1M/year, or 0.3% of its total 
annual budget. PCH is also the benefificiary of grants and contracts from the governments of Canada, 
Mexico, Switzerland, Singapore, France, Denmark, Finland, the Netherlands, Chile, Colombia, and 
others more minor, amounting to an additional 1.2% of its total annual budget. While within the general 
area of the Internet, these grants and contracts are all related to economic and industrial development 
and cybersecurity, not directly related to the subject of this hearing.  
The American Registry for Internet Numbers receives no grants or contracts from any government.
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
