Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

In this Act, the term ‘‘Secretary’’ means the Sec-2

retary of the Army. 3

TITLE I—GENERAL PROVISIONS 4

SEC. 101. SENSE OF CONGRESS REGARDING WATER RE-5

SOURCES DEVELOPMENT ACTS. 6

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 7

(1) The Corps of Engineers constructs projects 8

for the purposes of navigation, flood control, beach 9

erosion control and shoreline protection, hydro-10

electric power, recreation, water supply, environ-11

mental protection, restoration, and enhancement, 12

and fish and wildlife mitigation. 13

(2) The Corps of Engineers is the primary Fed-14

eral provider of outdoor recreation in the United 15

States. 16
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(3) The Corps of Engineers owns and operates 1

more than 600 dams. 2

(4) The Corps of Engineers operates and main-3

tains 12,000 miles of commercial inland navigation 4

channels. 5

(5) The Corps of Engineers dredges more than 6

200,000,000 cubic yards of construction and mainte-7

nance dredge material annually. 8

(6) The Corps of Engineers maintains 926 9

coastal, Great Lakes, and inland harbors. 10

(7) The Corps of Engineers restores, creates, 11

enhances, or preserves tens of thousands of acres of 12

wetlands annually under the Corps’ Regulatory Pro-13

gram. 14

(8) The Corps of Engineers provides a total 15

water supply storage capacity of 329,200,000 acre- 16

feet in major Corps lakes. 17

(9) The Corps of Engineers owns and operates 18

24 percent of United States hydropower capacity or 19

3 percent of the total electric capacity of the United 20

States. 21

(10) The Corps of Engineers supports Army 22

and Air Force installations. 23
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(11) The Corps of Engineers provides technical 1

and construction support to more than 100 coun-2

tries. 3

(12) The Corps of Engineers manages an Army 4

military construction program that carried out ap-5

proximately $44,600,000,000 in construction 6

projects (the largest construction effort since World 7

War II) between 2006 and 2013. 8

(13) The Corps of Engineers researches and de-9

velops technologies to protect the environment and 10

enhance quality of life in the United States. 11

(14) The legislation for authorizing Corps of 12

Engineers projects is the Water Resources Develop-13

ment Act and, between 1986 and 2000, Congress 14

typically enacted an authorization bill every 2 years. 15

(15) Since 2000, only 3 Water Resources De-16

velopment Acts have been enacted. 17

(16) In 2014, the Water Resources Reform and 18

Development Act of 2014 was enacted, which accel-19

erated the infrastructure project delivery process, 20

fostered fiscal responsibility, and strengthened water 21

transportation networks to promote the competitive-22

ness, prosperity, and economic growth of the United 23

States. 24
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(17) Section 1001 of the Water Resources Re-1

form and Development Act of 2014 (33 U.S.C. 2

2282c) requires typical Corps of Engineers project 3

feasibility studies to be completed in 3 years. 4

(18) Section 7001 of the Water Resources Re-5

form and Development Act of 2014 (33 U.S.C. 6

2282d) requires the Corps of Engineers to submit 7

annually a Report to Congress on Future Water Re-8

sources Development, which ensures projects and ac-9

tivities proposed at the local, regional, and State lev-10

els are considered for authorization. 11

(19) Passing Water Resources Development 12

Acts on a routine basis enables Congress to exercise 13

oversight, ensures the Corps of Engineers maintains 14

an appropriately sized portfolio, prevents project 15

backlog, and keeps United States infrastructure 16

competitive. 17

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-18

gress that— 19

(1) the missions of the Corps of Engineers are 20

a unique function that benefits all Americans; 21

(2) water resources development projects are 22

critical to maintaining economic prosperity, national 23

security, and environmental protection; 24

(3) Congress has required timely delivery of 1

project and study authorization proposals from non- 2

Federal project sponsors and the Corps of Engi-3

neers; and 4

(4) Congress should consider a Water Re-5

sources Development Act at least once every Con-6

gress. 7

SEC. 102. TRAINING AND EMPLOYMENT FOR VETERANS 8

AND MEMBERS OF ARMED FORCES IN 9

CURATION AND HISTORIC PRESERVATION. 10

Using available funds, the Secretary, acting through 11

the Chief of Engineers, shall carry out a Veterans’ 12

Curation Program to train and hire veterans and members 13

of the Armed Forces to assist the Secretary in carrying 14

out curation and historic preservation activities. 15

SEC. 103. YOUTH SERVICE AND CONSERVATION CORPS OR-16

GANIZATIONS. 17

Section 213 of the Water Resources Development Act 18

of 2000 (33 U.S.C. 2339) is amended— 19

(1) by redesignating subsection (c) as sub-20

section (d); and 21

(2) by inserting after subsection (b) the fol-22

lowing: 23

‘‘(c) YOUTH SERVICE AND CONSERVATION CORPS 24

ORGANIZATIONS.—The Secretary shall, to the maximum 25
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extent practicable, enter into cooperative agreements with 1

qualified youth service and conservation corps organiza-2

tions for services relating to projects under the jurisdiction 3

of the Secretary and shall do so in a manner that ensures 4

the maximum participation and opportunities for such or-5

ganizations.’’. 6

SEC. 104. NAVIGATION SAFETY. 7

The Secretary shall use section 5 of the Act of March 8

4, 1915 (38 Stat. 1053, chapter 142; 33 U.S.C. 562), to 9

carry out navigation safety activities at those projects eli-10

gible for operation and maintenance under section 204(f) 11

of the Water Resources Development Act of 1986 (33 12

U.S.C. 2232(f)). 13

SEC. 105. EMERGING HARBORS. 14

Section 210 of the Water Resources Development Act 15

of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2238) is amended— 16

(1) in subsection (c)(3) by striking ‘‘for each of 17

fiscal years 2015 through 2022’’ and inserting ‘‘for 18

each fiscal year’’; and 19

(2) in subsection (d)(1)(A)— 20

(A) in the matter preceding clause (i) by 21

striking ‘‘For each of fiscal years 2015 through 22

2024’’ and inserting ‘‘For each fiscal year’’; 23

(B) in clause (i) by striking ‘‘90’’ and in-24

serting ‘‘Not more than 90’’; and 25
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(C) in clause (ii) by striking ‘‘10’’ and in-1

serting ‘‘At least 10’’. 2

SEC. 106. FEDERAL BREAKWATERS AND JETTIES. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall, at Federal 4

expense, establish an inventory and conduct an assessment 5

of the general structural condition of all Federal break-6

waters and jetties protecting harbors and inland harbors 7

within the United States. 8

(b) CONTENTS.—The inventory and assessment car-9

ried out under subsection (a) shall include— 10

(1) compiling location information for all Fed-11

eral breakwaters and jetties protecting harbors and 12

inland harbors within the United States; 13

(2) determining the general structural condition 14

of each breakwater and jetty; 15

(3) analyzing the potential risks to navigational 16

safety, and the impact on the periodic maintenance 17

dredging needs of protected harbors and inland har-18

bors, resulting from the general structural condition 19

of each breakwater and jetty; and 20

(4) estimating the costs, for each breakwater 21

and jetty, to restore or maintain the breakwater or 22

jetty to authorized levels and the total of all such 23

costs. 24
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(c) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 1 year 1

after the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall 2

submit to Congress a report on the results of the inventory 3

and assessment carried out under subsection (a). 4

SEC. 107. DONOR PORTS AND ENERGY TRANSFER PORTS. 5

Section 2106(a)(2)(B) of the Water Resources Re-6

form and Development Act of 2014 (33 U.S.C. 7

2238c(a)(2)(B)) is amended by striking ‘‘$15,000,000’’ 8

and inserting ‘‘$5,000,000’’. 9

SEC. 108. USE OF HARBOR MAINTENANCE TRUST FUND TO 10

SUPPORT NAVIGATION. 11

(a) AVAILABILITY OF AMOUNTS.—Section 210 of the 12

Water Resources Development Act of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 13

2238) is amended— 14

(1) in the section heading by striking ‘‘Author-15

ization of appropriations’’ and inserting ‘‘Funding 16

for harbor navigation’’; 17

(2) by redesignating subsections (c), (d), (e), 18

and (f) as subsections (d), (e), (f), and (g), respec-19

tively; and 20

(3) by inserting after subsection (b) the fol-21

lowing: 22

‘‘(c) USE OF COLLECTED FUNDS IN FISCAL YEAR 23

2027 AND THEREAFTER.— 24
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‘‘(1) USE OF FUNDS.—In addition to the 1

amounts appropriated under subsections (a) and (b), 2

there shall be available to the Secretary, out of the 3

Harbor Maintenance Trust Fund, without further 4

appropriation, for fiscal year 2027 and each fiscal 5

year thereafter, such sums as may be necessary to 6

carry out the purposes of subsection (a)(2). 7

‘‘(2) AVAILABILITY OF AMOUNTS.—Amounts 8

made available under this subsection shall remain 9

available until expended.’’. 10

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENTS.—Section 210 of the 11

Water Resources Development Act of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 12

2238) is further amended— 13

(1) in subsection (d)(2)(A)(i) (as redesignated 14

by subsection (a)(2) of this section) by striking 15

‘‘subsection (e)’’ and inserting ‘‘subsection (f)’’; 16

(2) in subsection (e)(3)(B)(i) (as redesignated 17

by subsection (a)(2) of this section) by striking 18

‘‘subsection (c)(2)(A)’’ and inserting ‘‘subsection 19

(d)(2)(A)’’; and 20

(3) in subsection (f)(2)(A)(ii) (as redesignated 21

by subsection (a)(2) of this section) by striking 22

‘‘subsection (d)(2)’’ and inserting ‘‘subsection 23

(e)(2)’’. 24
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SEC. 109. BENEFICIAL USE OF DREDGED MATERIAL. 1

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after the 2

date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall establish 3

a pilot program to carry out projects for the beneficial 4

use of dredged material, including projects for the pur-5

poses of— 6

(1) reducing storm damage to property and in-7

frastructure; 8

(2) promoting public safety; 9

(3) protecting, restoring, and creating aquatic 10

ecosystem habitats; 11

(4) stabilizing stream systems and enhancing 12

shorelines; 13

(5) promoting recreation; and 14

(6) supporting risk management adaptation 15

strategies. 16

(b) PROJECT SELECTION.—In carrying out the pilot 17

program, the Secretary shall— 18

(1) identify for inclusion in the pilot program 19

and carry out 10 projects for the beneficial use of 20

dredged material; 21

(2) consult with relevant State agencies in se-22

lecting projects; and 23

(3) select projects solely on the basis of— 24
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(A) the environmental, economic, and so-1

cial benefits of the projects, including monetary 2

and nonmonetary benefits; and 3

(B) the need for a diversity of project 4

types and geographical project locations. 5

(c) REGIONAL BENEFICIAL USE TEAMS.— 6

(1) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out the pilot 7

program, the Secretary shall establish regional bene-8

ficial use teams to identify and assist in the imple-9

mentation of projects under the pilot program. 10

(2) COMPOSITION.— 11

(A) LEADERSHIP.—For each regional ben-12

eficial use team established under paragraph 13

(1), the Secretary shall appoint the Commander 14

of the relevant division of the Corps of Engi-15

neers to serve as the head of the team. 16

(B) MEMBERSHIP.—The membership of 17

each regional beneficial use team shall in-18

clude— 19

(i) representatives of relevant Corps 20

of Engineers districts and divisions; 21

(ii) representatives of relevant State 22

and local agencies; and 23

(iii) representatives of Federal agen-24

cies and such other entities as the Sec-25
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retary determines appropriate, consistent 1

with the purposes of this section. 2

(d) CONSIDERATIONS.—The Secretary shall carry out 3

the pilot program in a manner that— 4

(1) maximizes the beneficial placement of 5

dredged material from Federal and non-Federal 6

navigation channels; 7

(2) incorporates, to the maximum extent prac-8

ticable, 2 or more Federal navigation, flood control, 9

storm damage reduction, or environmental restora-10

tion projects; 11

(3) coordinates the mobilization of dredges and 12

related equipment, including through the use of such 13

efficiencies in contracting and environmental permit-14

ting as can be implemented under existing laws and 15

regulations; 16

(4) fosters Federal, State, and local collabora-17

tion; 18

(5) implements best practices to maximize the 19

beneficial use of dredged sand and other sediments; 20

and 21

(6) ensures that the use of dredged material is 22

consistent with all applicable environmental laws. 23

(e) COST SHARING.—Projects carried out under this 24

section shall be subject to the cost sharing requirements 25
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applicable to projects carried out under section 204 of the 1

Water Resources Development Act of 1992 (33 U.S.C. 2

2326). 3

(f) REPORT.—Not later than 2 years after the date 4

of enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter, the Sec-5

retary shall submit to the Committee on Environment and 6

Public Works of the Senate and the Committee on Trans-7

portation and Infrastructure of the House of Representa-8

tives a report that includes— 9

(1) a description of the projects selected to be 10

carried out under the pilot program; 11

(2) documentation supporting each of the 12

projects selected; 13

(3) the findings of regional beneficial use teams 14

regarding project selection; and 15

(4) any recommendations of the Secretary or 16

regional beneficial use teams with respect to the 17

pilot program. 18

(g) TERMINATION.—The pilot program shall termi-19

nate after completion of the 10 projects carried out pursu-20

ant to subsection (b)(1). 21

(h) EXEMPTION FROM OTHER STANDARDS.—The 22

projects carried out under this section shall be carried out 23

notwithstanding the definition of the term ‘‘Federal stand-24
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ard’’ in section 335.7 of title 33, Code of Federal Regula-1

tions. 2

(i) CLARIFICATION.—Section 156(e) of the Water 3

Resources Development Act of 1976 (42 U.S.C. 1962d– 4

5f(e)) is amended by striking ‘‘3’’ and inserting ‘‘6’’. 5

SEC. 110. RESERVOIR SEDIMENT. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 215 of the Water Re-7

sources Development Act of 2000 (33 U.S.C. 2326c) is 8

amended to read as follows: 9

‘‘SEC. 215. RESERVOIR SEDIMENT. 10

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after 11

the date of enactment of the Water Resources Develop-12

ment Act of 2016 and after providing public notice, the 13

Secretary shall establish, using available funds, a pilot 14

program to accept services provided by a non-Federal in-15

terest or commercial entity for removal of sediment cap-16

tured behind a dam owned or operated by the United 17

States and under the jurisdiction of the Secretary for the 18

purpose of restoring the authorized storage capacity of the 19

project concerned. 20

‘‘(b) REQUIREMENTS.—In carrying out this section, 21

the Secretary shall— 22

‘‘(1) review the services of the non-Federal in-23

terest or commercial entity to ensure that the serv-24
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ices are consistent with the authorized purposes of 1

the project concerned; 2

‘‘(2) ensure that the non-Federal interest or 3

commercial entity will indemnify the United States 4

for, or has entered into an agreement approved by 5

the Secretary to address, any adverse impact to the 6

dam as a result of such services; 7

‘‘(3) require the non-Federal interest or com-8

mercial entity, prior to initiating the services and 9

upon completion of the services, to conduct sediment 10

surveys to determine the pre- and post-services sedi-11

ment profile and sediment quality; and 12

‘‘(4) limit the number of dams for which serv-13

ices are accepted to 10. 14

‘‘(c) LIMITATION.— 15

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may not ac-16

cept services under subsection (a) if the Secretary, 17

after consultation with the Chief of Engineers, de-18

termines that accepting the services is not advan-19

tageous to the United States. 20

‘‘(2) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—If the Secretary 21

makes a determination under paragraph (1), the 22

Secretary shall provide to the Committee on Trans-23

portation and Infrastructure of the House of Rep-24

resentatives and the Committee on Environment and 25

‘‘(d) DISPOSITION OF REMOVED SEDIMENT.—In ex-3

change for providing services under subsection (a), a non- 4

Federal interest or commercial entity is authorized to re-5

tain, use, recycle, sell, or otherwise dispose of any sedi-6

ment removed in connection with the services and the 7

Corps of Engineers may not seek any compensation for 8

the value of the sediment. 9

‘‘(e) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.—Prior to ac-10

cepting services provided by a non-Federal interest or 11

commercial entity under this section, the Secretary shall 12

provide to the Committee on Transportation and Infra-13

structure of the House of Representatives and the Com-14

mittee on Environment and Public Works of the Senate 15

written notice of the acceptance of the services. 16

‘‘(f) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Upon completion of 17

services at the 10 dams allowed under subsection (b)(4), 18

the Secretary shall make publicly available and submit to 19

the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of 20

the House of Representatives and the Committee on Envi-21

ronment and Public Works of the Senate a report docu-22

menting the results of the services.’’. 23

(b) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of contents 24

in section 1(b) of the Water Resources Development Act 25
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of 2000 is amended by striking the item relating to section 1

215 and inserting the following: 2

‘‘215. Reservoir sediment.’’. 

SEC. 111. CONTRIBUTED FUNDS FOR RESERVOIR OPER-3

ATIONS. 4

Section 5 of the Act of June 22, 1936 (49 Stat. 1572, 5

chapter 688; 33 U.S.C. 701h), is amended by inserting 6

after ‘‘authorized purposes of the project:’’ the following: 7

‘‘Provided further, That the Secretary is authorized to re-8

ceive and expend funds from a State or a political subdivi-9

sion thereof, and other non-Federal interests, to formu-10

late, review, or revise operational documents for any res-11

ervoir for which the Secretary is authorized to prescribe 12

regulations for the use of storage allocated for flood risk 13

management or navigation pursuant to section 7 of the 14

Act of December 22, 1944 (58 Stat. 890, chapter 665; 15

33 U.S.C. 709):’’. 16

SEC. 112. WATER SUPPLY CONSERVATION. 17

(a) IN GENERAL.—In a State in which a drought 18

emergency has been declared or was in effect during the 19

1-year period ending on the date of enactment of this Act, 20

the Secretary is authorized— 21

(1) to conduct an evaluation for purposes of ap-22

proving water supply conservation measures that are 23

consistent with the authorized purposes of water re-24
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sources development projects under the jurisdiction 1

of the Secretary; and 2

(2) to enter into agreements with non-Federal 3

interests to carry out the conservation measures ap-4

proved by such evaluations. 5

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—Water supply conservation meas-6

ures evaluated under subsection (a) may include the fol-7

lowing: 8

(1) Storm water capture. 9

(2) Releases for ground water replenishment or 10

aquifer storage and recovery. 11

(3) Releases to augment water supply at an-12

other Federal or non-Federal storage facility. 13

(4) Other conservation measures that enhance 14

usage of a Corps of Engineers project for water sup-15

ply. 16

(c) COSTS.—A non-Federal interest shall pay only the 17

separable costs associated with the evaluation, implemen-18

tation, operation, and maintenance of an approved water 19

supply conservation measure, which payments may be ac-20

cepted and expended by the Corps of Engineers to cover 21

such costs. 22

TITLE III—DEAUTHORIZATIONS 19

AND RELATED PROVISIONS 20

SEC. 301. DEAUTHORIZATION OF INACTIVE PROJECTS. 21

(a) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this section are— 22

(1) to identify $5,000,000,000 in water re-23

sources development projects authorized by Congress 24

that are no longer viable for construction due to— 25
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(A) a lack of local support; 1

(B) a lack of available Federal or non-Fed-2

eral resources; or 3

(C) an authorizing purpose that is no 4

longer relevant or feasible; 5

(2) to create an expedited and definitive process 6

for Congress to deauthorize water resources develop-7

ment projects that are no longer viable for construc-8

tion; and 9

(3) to allow the continued authorization of 10

water resources development projects that are viable 11

for construction. 12

(b) INTERIM DEAUTHORIZATION LIST.— 13

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall develop 14

an interim deauthorization list that identifies— 15

(A) each water resources development 16

project, or separable element of a project, au-17

thorized for construction before November 8, 18

2007, for which— 19

(i) planning, design, or construction 20

was not initiated before the date of enact-21

ment of this Act; or 22

(ii) planning, design, or construction 23

was initiated before the date of enactment 24

of this Act, but for which no funds, Fed-25
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eral or non-Federal, were obligated for 1

planning, design, or construction of the 2

project or separable element of the project 3

during the current fiscal year or any of the 4

6 preceding fiscal years; and 5

(B) each project or separable element iden-6

tified and included on a list to Congress for de-7

authorization pursuant to section 1001(b)(2) of 8

the Water Resources Development Act of 1986 9

(33 U.S.C. 579a(b)(2)). 10

(2) PUBLIC COMMENT AND CONSULTATION.— 11

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall so-12

licit comments from the public and the Gov-13

ernors of each applicable State on the interim 14

deauthorization list developed under paragraph 15

(1). 16

(B) COMMENT PERIOD.—The public com-17

ment period shall be 90 days. 18

(3) SUBMISSION TO CONGRESS; PUBLICA-19

TION.—Not later than 90 days after the date of the 20

close of the comment period under paragraph (2), 21

the Secretary shall— 22

(A) submit a revised interim deauthoriza-23

tion list to the Committee on Environment and 24

Public Works of the Senate and the Committee 25
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on Transportation and Infrastructure of the 1

House of Representatives; and 2

(B) publish the revised interim deauthor-3

ization list in the Federal Register. 4

(c) FINAL DEAUTHORIZATION LIST.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall develop 6

a final deauthorization list of water resources devel-7

opment projects, or separable elements of projects, 8

from the revised interim deauthorization list de-9

scribed in subsection (b)(3). 10

(2) DEAUTHORIZATION AMOUNT.— 11

(A) PROPOSED FINAL LIST.—The Sec-12

retary shall prepare a proposed final deauthor-13

ization list of projects and separable elements of 14

projects that have, in the aggregate, an esti-15

mated Federal cost to complete that is at least 16

$5,000,000,000. 17

(B) DETERMINATION OF FEDERAL COST 18

TO COMPLETE.—For purposes of subparagraph 19

(A), the Federal cost to complete shall take into 20

account any allowances authorized by section 21

902 of the Water Resources Development Act 22

of 1986 (33 U.S.C. 2280), as applied to the 23

most recent project schedule and cost estimate. 24

(3) IDENTIFICATION OF PROJECTS.— 25
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(A) SEQUENCING OF PROJECTS.— 1

(i) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall 2

identify projects and separable elements of 3

projects for inclusion on the proposed final 4

deauthorization list according to the order 5

in which the projects and separable ele-6

ments of the projects were authorized, be-7

ginning with the earliest authorized 8

projects and separable elements of projects 9

and ending with the latest project or sepa-10

rable element of a project necessary to 11

meet the aggregate amount under para-12

graph (2). 13

(ii) FACTORS TO CONSIDER.—The 14

Secretary may identify projects and sepa-15

rable elements of projects in an order other 16

than that established by clause (i) if the 17

Secretary determines, on a case-by-case 18

basis, that a project or separable element 19

of a project is critical for interests of the 20

United States, based on the possible im-21

pact of the project or separable element of 22

the project on public health and safety, the 23

national economy, or the environment. 24
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(iii) CONSIDERATION OF PUBLIC COM-1

MENTS.—In making determinations under 2

clause (ii), the Secretary shall consider any 3

comments received under subsection (b)(3). 4

(B) APPENDIX.—The Secretary shall in-5

clude as part of the proposed final deauthoriza-6

tion list an appendix that— 7

(i) identifies each project or separable 8

element of a project on the interim de-9

authorization list developed under sub-10

section (b) that is not included on the pro-11

posed final deauthorization list; and 12

(ii) describes the reasons why the 13

project or separable element is not in-14

cluded on the proposed final list. 15

(4) PUBLIC COMMENT AND CONSULTATION.— 16

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall so-17

licit comments from the public and the Gov-18

ernors of each applicable State on the proposed 19

final deauthorization list and appendix devel-20

oped under paragraphs (2) and (3). 21

(B) COMMENT PERIOD.—The public com-22

ment period shall be 90 days. 23

(5) SUBMISSION OF FINAL LIST TO CONGRESS; 24

PUBLICATION.—Not later than 120 days after the 25
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date of the close of the comment period under para-1

graph (4), the Secretary shall— 2

(A) submit a final deauthorization list and 3

an appendix to the final deauthorization list in 4

a report to the Committee on Environment and 5

Public Works of the Senate and the Committee 6

on Transportation and Infrastructure of the 7

House of Representatives; and 8

(B) publish the final deauthorization list 9

and the appendix to the final deauthorization 10

list in the Federal Register. 11

(d) DEAUTHORIZATION; CONGRESSIONAL REVIEW.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—After the expiration of the 13

180-day period beginning on the date of submission 14

of the final deauthorization list and appendix under 15

subsection (c), a project or separable element of a 16

project identified in the final deauthorization list is 17

hereby deauthorized, unless Congress passes a joint 18

resolution disapproving the final deauthorization list 19

prior to the end of such period. 20

(2) NON-FEDERAL CONTRIBUTIONS.— 21

(A) IN GENERAL.—A project or separable 22

element of a project identified in the final de-23

authorization list under subsection (c) shall not 24

be deauthorized under this subsection if, before 25
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the expiration of the 180-day period referred to 1

in paragraph (1), the non-Federal interest for 2

the project or separable element of the project 3

provides sufficient funds to complete the project 4

or separable element of the project.

(3) PROJECTS IDENTIFIED IN APPENDIX.—A 13

project or separable element of a project identified 14

in the appendix to the final deauthorization list shall 15

remain subject to future deauthorization by Con-16

gress. 17

(e) SPECIAL RULE FOR PROJECTS RECEIVING 18

FUNDS FOR POST-AUTHORIZATION STUDY.—A project or 19

separable element of a project may not be identified on 20

the interim deauthorization list developed under sub-21

section (b), or the final deauthorization list developed 22

under subsection (c), if the project or separable element 23

received funding for a post-authorization study during the 24

current fiscal year or any of the 6 preceding fiscal years. 25
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(f) GENERAL PROVISIONS.— 1

the date of the most recent such modification. 7

SEC. 302. VALDEZ, ALASKA. 8

to navigational servitude beginning on the date of enact-12

ment of this Act.
