VOTES OF THE COMMITTEE

In compliance with the Rules of the House of Representatives, the following
statement is made concerning the vote of the Committee on Ways and Means during the
markup consideration of H.R. 4822, the “Health Care Price Transparency Act of
2023,” on July 26, 2023.

The vote on the amendment offered by Mr. Doggett to the amendment in the
nature of a substitute to H.R. 4822, which would require the Medicare Advantage and
Medicare Part D plans to provide a similar consumer price transparency tool as required
of group health plans. This amendment would also apply Section 202 of the No Surprises
Act within the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2021 to Medicare Advantage agents
and brokers. Finally, the amendment would require additional data reporting to be
accompanied with Medicare Advantage encounter data was not agreed to by a roll call
vote of 16 yeas to 25 nays (with a quorum being present). The vote was as follows:
