The vote on the amendment offered by Ms. Moore to the amendment in the nature
of a substitute to H.R. 7981, which would expand the scope of the investigation required
by H.R. 7981 to include cobalt, copper, gold, lithium, tantalum, tin, tungsten, and
titanium was not agreed to by a roll call vote of 17 yeas to 24 nays (with a quorum being
present).
