Whereas clause 3(a)(2) of rule XI of the Rules of the House
of Representatives provides the Committee on Ethics the
authority to investigate alleged violations “by a Member,
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Delegate, Resident Commissioner, officer, or employee of
the House of the Code of Official Conduct or of a law,
rule, regulation, or other standard of conduct applicable
to the conduct of such Member, Delegate, Resident Com-
missioner, officer, or employee in the performance of the
duties or the discharge of the responsibilities of such in-

dividual”’;

Whereas on April 9, 2021, the Committee on Ethics initiated

a review of allegations that Representative Gaetz may
have “‘engaged in sexual misconduct and/or illicit drug
use, shared inappropriate images or videos on the House
floor, misused state identification records, converted cam-
paign funds to personal use, and/or accepted a bribe, im-

Whereas on June 18, 2024, the Committee on Ethics re-

leased a statement acknowledging the Committee’s con-
tinued review of allegations that Representative Gaetz
may have “engaged in sexual misconduct and illicit drug
use, accepted improper gifts, dispensed special privileges
and favors to individuals with whom he had a personal
relationship, and sought to obstruct government inves-

tigations of his conduct”; and

Whereas if Representative Gaetz engaged in the alleged viola-
