
Bio for Cora White Horse, Oglala Sioux Tribe 

 

Cora White Horse is a current Tribal Council Member for the Oglala Sioux Tribe.  She 

represents the LaCreek District and is the Chairwoman of the Council’s Finance Committee. 

Cora previously served two Council terms as a representative from the Medicine Root District.  

 

Cora has also worked in the political offices of Assistant to Tribal President Cecelia Fire 

Thunder and Assistant to Tribal Treasurer Crystal Eagle Elk.  Prior to those positions, Cora 

worked in Oglala Sioux Tribe Law Enforcement and Bureau of Prisons Juvenile Programming 

on the Pine Ridge Reservation at the Kiyuksa Otipi Reintegration Center. Most recently prior to 

her current Council term, Cora worked in media at the Bennett County Booster Newspaper and 

then the Lakota Country Times, where she was the Bureau Manager and also served as Editor 

and journalist for a time while there. She also worked in the Tribe’s Financial Accounting Office 

for a few years prior to being elected to her current Council term.  

 

Cora was raised on the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation.  She graduated from Little Wound 

School, which is located in Kyle in the Medicine Root District on the Reservation. She then 

attended Haskell Indian Nations University and Oglala Lakota College.  She currently resides 

near Martin, South Dakota in the LaCreek District of the Oglala Sioux Tribe.
