“(2) The Secretary may provide a briefing required
under paragraph (1) virtually in the case of an educational
institution located more than 150 miles away from the
headquarters of the Regional Office.

“(¢) ANNUAL REPORT.—Not later than one year
after the date of the enactment of this section, and annu-
ally thereafter, the Secretary shall submit to the Commit-
tees on Veterans’ Affairs of the Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives a report on the extension of periods of voca-
tional rehabilitation programs under section 3105(¢) of
this title.
